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FIRST AID

· Cleaning the site with soap and water, 
· Cool compress, 
· Elevating the affected limb to approximately heart level 
· Aspirin or Tylenol as needed for minor discomfort. 
· Stings occurring in children or any patient experiencing severe symptoms should be seen at a health care facility immediately.
Signs AND SYMPTOMS OF ENVENOMATION

· Scorpion stings can cause immediate local pain with minimal swelling. 
· Numbness and tingling are frequently reported. 
· The injured area may be hypertensive to touch, pressure, heat and cold. 
· Small children are at highest risk. They can show "roving eye" symptoms and hyperactivity.
FACTS
· Only one of the 30 species of scorpions found in Arizona is regarded as life threatening - Centruroides exilicauda, or the Bark Scorpion. 
· It may be distinguished from other less toxic species by its more slender tail segments and pincers. 
· Reaching only an inch and a half at maturity, it is a comparatively small scorpion. 
· Scorpions are relatively inactive during the daylight hours. 
The majority of envenomations reported to the Poison Center occur at night during the warm summer months.
