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HELPFUL TIPS

· Place strap with no twists. 
· Use a locking clip for continuous loop seat belts.
· Replace car seats that are over 6 years old or damaged unless otherwise stated by manufacturer. 
· Check for white marks on plastic, torn padding, cracks, rust, or frayed harness. 
· Adjust straps to be snug and lie flat. No more than 1 finger between the belt and the child's collarbone. 
· Double back all straps. 
· Check mid-ear level is not higher than the top of the back of the child seat or vehicle seat.
