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VALUABLE INFORMATION

· Parents should encourage children to have a healthy respect for water. 
· Ensure that young children know that they should never get into a tub of water, pool, pond, or other body of water without mommy or daddy present. 
· You and your children should wear a U.S. Coast Guard-approved lifejacket
· Especially when swimming in such large bodies of water as lakes and oceans
· Participating in water sports. 
· Make sure vest-type life preservers fit snugly. 
· If they're too loose, they may not keep heads above water in time for help to arrive.
· Don't leave a baby in the care of another young child
· Learn CPR (cardiopulmonary resuscitation) -- it can be a lifesaver when seconds count.
· Toilets can be overlooked as a drowning hazard in the home. 
· The typical scenario involves a child under 3-years-old falling headfirst into the toilet. 
· Additional drowning deaths have also involved landscape ponds, sinks, and fish tanks, among other products
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
