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· Don't leave child unattended even for a moment in or near a pool or other water
· Around your pool, put up fencing at least 4 feet high with spokes and slats not more than three inches apart and a self-closing, self-latching gate with the latch at least 54 inches from the ground
· If you use chain link fencing, be sure the links are small enough so a child cannot climb on them. 
· Be sure nothing blocks the view of the pool from the house
· A water activated pool alarm may be necessary if the pool can be accessed directly from the house.
· Install textured concrete or other slip resistant material around the pool.
· Install a phone by the pool, so you won't be tempted to leave your child even for a minute to answer a call.
· Don't use glass of any kind by the pool.
· Use only battery operated radios and televisions by the pool.
· Flotation devices like water wings and inflatable rings can give a false sense of security in the pool. 
· Never use these as a substitute for constant adult supervision. 
· Dump out all water from a wading pool when you are finished using it. 
· Remove any ladders from an above-ground pool. 
· Don't drink alcohol while you are watching children.
· Don't trust swimming lessons to protect your child. 
· In a panic, even a good swimmer can forget what to do.
· No rough-housing or running by the pool.
· Don't swim during thunderstorms.
· Never allow riding or wheeled toys of any kind in the pool area. 
· These can easily be ridden into the water


Spas and Hot Tubs
· Don't allow children under five in a spa or hot tub. 
· Children are more sensitive to stress from high water temperatures.
