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· Where and how to store guns. 
· Store guns in a securely locked case, out of children's reach 
· All firearms should be stored unloaded and in the uncocked position
· Dozens of gun storage devices, as well as locking devices that attach directly to the gun, are available. 
· Always lock your firearms when they are not being used 
· Mechanical locking devices, like the mechanical safeties built into guns, can fail and should not be used as a substitute for safe gun handling and the observance of all gun safety rules.
· Lock ammunition in a safe place away from firearms
· Always keep the gun unloaded until ready to use.
· If you must have guns, store them, unloaded, in a locked and inaccessible spot
· Always assume that your firearm is loaded -- and handle it that way -- even if you are absolutely certain you have emptied all the bullets. 
· Many people have been killed by a bullet accidentally left in the chamber
· Store the ammunition in a separate locked and inaccessible spot
· Whenever you pick up a gun, immediately engage the safety device if possible, and, if the gun has a magazine, remove it before opening the action and looking into the chamber(s) which should be clear of ammunition. 
· If you do not know how to open the action or inspect the chamber(s), leave the gun alone and get help from someone who does.
· Be aware that certain types of guns and many shooting activities require additional safety precautions.
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
