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BURNS   A child’s skin can burn from heat – not just fire -because the skin is thinner than that of an adult. Scalds can mean a long stay in hospital, scars and can even kill! 
 

LIQUIDS

· Tap water is a leading cause of burns. 
· Don’t let our child turn on hot water faucets. 
· Reduce the maximum temperature on your water heater to 120 degrees
· Always check water temperature before putting the child in the tub. 
· Never leave a hot beverage near the edge of a counter or table
· Don’t hold a child while drinking a hot liquid. 
· Place hot coffeepots and coffee makers where kids can’t pull them over.
Household appliances

· Replace electrical cords if they are frayed or cracked 
· Keep all appliances clean (free of grease and crumbs) to prevent fires. 
· No electric blankets on children's beds 
· Store electrical appliances safely away from bathtub and kitchen sink. 
· Unplug electrical appliances before working on them and after each use 
· Stove TOP
· Turn pot handles to the back of the stove. 
· Use back burners as much as possible. 
· Remove control knobs within a child’s reach when not in use.
· You may want to use a plastic guard to prevent reaching the stove knobs 
· Wear short or tight-fitting sleeves when cooking
· Oven bolted to the wall and floor
· Irons
· Always place hot irons far out of reach during and after use. 
· Don’t let the cord dangle.
· Mount your microwave so the child can’t push the buttons. 
· If the door opens while it’s in use, hot splatters could splash out on your child.
 
Outdoors/In the car 

· Use playground equipment with caution. 

· If it is very hot outside, use the equipment only in the morning, when it has had a chance to cool down during the night. 
· Children can get burns from hot vinyl and metal, 
· Remove your child's safety seat or stroller from the hot sun when not in use. 
· If you must leave it in the sun, cover it with a blanket or towel. 
· Before leaving your parked car on a hot day, hide the seatbelts' metal latch plates in the seats to prevent the sun from hitting them directly.
 
 
FIREPLACE 

· Never leave a child alone with a lit fireplace or candles. 
· Cover fireplace with a secure screen.
· Fire or heater guards attached keep it in place when a fire is burning 
· Move gas fireplace keys out of reach
· Stow logs and fireplace tools out of reach
