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· Keep all medicines out of reach in a locked medicine cabinet. Never leave them on a dresser or counter or in Mom’s purse. Check to make sure baby-sitters and relatives follow this rule
· Including vitamins and other over-the-counter preparations
· Remember that a high place is not always a secure place and they should be kept out of sight, too. 
· Make sure all medicines are in child-resistant containers
· Child-resistant packaging does not mean childproof packaging. Don’t rely on packaging to protect your children
· Don’t save old prescription medicines. Flush them down the toilet when you are finished using them.
· Don’t tell your child that medicine tastes “like candy” or is good. It’s better to have to struggle to get them to take it than to tempt them to take more when they don’t really need it.
· Store children’s vitamins in a safe place also. Overdosing on vitamins is among the top phone calls received by Poison Control Centers.
· Have the bottle in your hand so you can tell them what was ingested and approximately how much.
· Be sure to reattach the safety cap. 
· Keep all poisons, cleaning products, beauty products and alcohol out of your child’s reach
· Examples: liquor, dish soap, household cleaners, insecticides, lighter fluid, shoe dye, nail polish, perfumes, paint, cigarettes and certain plants.
· Don’t keep any cleaning supplies under the sink, including dishwasher detergent and dishwashing liquids.
· Don’t leave alcoholic drinks where children can reach them. Take special care during parties - guests may not be conscious of where they’ve left their drinks. Clean up promptly after the party. 
· Keep bottles of alcohol in a locked cabinet far from children’s reach. 
· Many mouthwashes contain substantial amounts of alcohol. 
· Never put roach powders or rat poison on the floors of your home. 
· Never remove labels from containers; 
· In case of an accidental poisoning you may need to know what your child might have swallowed. 
· Never store substances in anything other than their original container. 
· A poison in a plastic bowl can look like food or drink to a child.
· Install safety latches on all cabinets and drawers
· Don’t use insecticides around children.
· Remove mushrooms as soon as they appear.
· Don’t clean garbage cans with poisonous sprays
· Because children can get it on their hands or inhale fumes
· Get rid of toxic houseplants such as philodendron or move out of reach
· Check before purchasing plants to make sure they are safe.
· Post number of poison control center near phone.
· LEAD PAINT CAN BE DEADLY 
· If you have an older home, have the paint tested for lead. 
· Do not use cribs, bassinets, highchairs, painted toys, or toy chests made before 1978; these may have a finish that contains dangerously high levels of lead.
