MEMORANDUM FOR VISITING UNITS

SUBJECT:  Processing Requests for Training at Camp Merrill and the Chattahoochee National Forest

1.  REFERENCE:  Supplemental Agreement Between Department of the Army, U. S. Army Corps of Engineers, Savannah District, and USDA Forest Service, Chatahoochee-Oconee National Forests.

2.  PURPOSE:  This memorandum with attached coordination packet provides information and procedures for military units requesting training at Camp Frank D. Merrill (CFM) and in the Chattahoochee National Forest (CNF).

3.  GENERAL:  This packet contains instructions for processing visiting unit requests for any unit desiring to train in the Chatahoochee National Forest or at Camp Merrill.  Encl 1 is a coordination worksheet.  Requesting units fill in the appropriate blanks on the coordination worksheet.  They attach a Mission Concept Request Memorandum (encl 2), a Unit Training Schedule and appropriate Environmental Impact and Risk Assessments to the coordination worksheet.  Detailed information provided with the request will aid processing and speed the approval process.  The approval process requires a minimum of eight weeks to staff through appropriate agencies.  Requests received less than eight weeks prior to the start of training may be disapproved.  We encourage continual contact throughout the staffing process to facilitate the requesting unit's needs and provide updated information.

1. All requests for training NOT on Camp Merrill but in the Chattahooche National Forrest

must start with Cherry Douglas at the Savannah District Corps of Engineers her number is (912) 652-5202 and her fax is (912) 652-5335.

2. The only exception to paragraph 1 is training support provided for the training of ranger

students (e.g. FTX’s, Mountaineering).

3. Chow requests have been a problem; they must accompany the packet, and two weeks prior
to your units arrival you must submit a by-name list of the headcount and how they are paying (meal card, cash, ARCS).  POC is the S4 at ext. 240 or Mr. Jimmie Padgett at ext. 620, commercial (706) 864-4507.  See 7-A-4-3

4. Include a signed unit training schedule with who, what, when and where for the duration of

the training. We will use this for coordination purposes and will develop our daily updates based on this document. It must be accurate.

5. All air-related questions can be referred to the S3 air at ext. 232.

6. All mountaineering-related questions can be referred to the mountaineering OIC/NCOIC at

ext. 230.

7. All National Forest use questions can be referred to the FTX NCOIC at ext. 235 or 234

8. All other questions can be referred to the Training NCO at ext. 233.

1.   Authorization Procedures:

a.   The 5th RTBn does not have sole authority to approve or disapprove requests for training and training support.  Requests for training are processed and approved jointly by the Commander, Ranger Training Brigade (RTB), Ft.  Benning, GA; Commander, 5th Ranger Training Battalion (5th RTBn), Dahlonega, GA; the Savannah District Corps of Engineers (SDCOE), Real Estate Division; and the Toccoa District Ranger, US Forest Service.  This process includes aviation training if an aircraft is to land in the CNF.

b.   Units requesting training only at CFM proper, to include Mosby Army Airfield and the

Lower Mountaineering Training Area, must submit their request to Commander 5th Ranger Training Battalion.

c.   Units requesting training in the CNF regardless of whether CFM facilities are requested must submit their request through the SDCOE.  The 5th RTBn operates in the CNF in accordance with a Supplemental Agreement between the SDCOE and the Director of Public Works, Ft.  Benning.  This Supplemental Agreement is not valid for any other organization, and it is necessary for the requesting unit to obtain a special use permit.  The only exceptions are units training in direct support of Ranger Class training.  All units requesting training in the CNF must comply with the Supplemental Agreement as outlined in Encl. 3.


(1)  The SDCOE is responsible for coordinating through the RTB and  the US Forest Service to ensure there is no conflict of interest with those organizations, and to formulate the cost of the special use permit.

(2)  To fulfill National Forest Regulations, the requesting unit must justify the use of public lands and state why no other lands are available to meet their training objectives.  The unit must state that it is willing to comply with National Forest rules and pay for any damage that may occur.  The Environmental Impact Assessment is reviewed at the National Forrest Service.

(3)  The training request must include a day-by-day overview of the training event, outlining the organization’s exact location by named terrain feature and explanation of the activity taking place.  Grid coordinates are not sufficient because Forest Service maps do not contain the Military Grid Reference System (MGRS). 

d.   The 5th RTBn is responsible for liaison between the requesting unit, SDCOE, and the US Forest Service, in order to uphold NFS regulations and ensure safe training is conducted.

(1)  The unit must provide a training schedule, Risk Management Worksheet and Environmental Impact Assessment for the training event.

(2)  A communications plan is necessary for external units to maintain constant communications with CFM.  The 5th RTBn monitors FM frequencies 34.10 and 38.50 at all times. These frequencies are not intended for visiting unit’s internal use.

(3)  It is recommended that the requesting unit remain in contact with the 5th RTBn

Operations office throughout the request process regarding the request status and to update information pertaining to it.

2. Training Support Requirements:  The Camp Frank D. Merrill (CFM) is a satellite installation of Ft. Benning, GA.  It's only assigned unit is the 5th Ranger Training Battalion (5th RTBn).  Camp Merrill’s Primary Mission is to train the Mountain Phase of Ranger School.  As a result of it’s size and mission, training support for visiting units is extremely limited.  Currently, the 5th RTBn only receives budgeted funds to support it’s cadre and Ranger training. 

3.  The 5th RTBn has established the following priorities for visiting units.  Regardless of priority, visiting units are subject to availability of CFM resources:

a.   Units supporting POI requirements.

b.   Military units in direct support of Ranger training and the 5th RTBn.

c.   Active duty units with a mountaineering mission.

d.   National Guard or Reserve units with a mountaineering mission.

e.   College ROTC detachments.

f.   Non-profit civil organizations.

4.   All requests for training will be processed between 90 and 30 days prior to the expected dates of training.  A minimum of 8 weeks is required to process a request for training.  Any requests received less than 8 weeks out will be returned without action.  All requests received prior to 90 days will be put in a holding status until the 90 day window opens.  The purpose for this administrative hold is to prevent potential resource overload at CFM, which may result in a disapproval of the units training request.  Due to the unpredictability of the Ranger Class fill, only Priority A & B units will be approved while the 5th RTBn has Ranger training in session.  

5.   This paragraph outlines the guidelines for requesting training support and describe the assets that can be requested from the 5th RTBn:

a.   Training Facilities:  The following training facilities may be requested by visiting units to support their training,  requirements are subject to availability: 

(1) Gym - The CFM Gym may be used for physical training, personal hygiene and large group presentations (when the BN Classroom is not available).  The hours of operation are from 0600-2100 hrs daily.  The weight room may also be used for physical training only. Weight room hours are the same as the gym.

(2) Battalion Classroom-  The Battalion Classroom may be used for large group presentations, classes and similar training events. Maximum occupancy is 30.

(3) War room-  The war room may be used for the same purpose as the BN classroom and for the purposes of establishing a Command Post and in rare occasions may serve to billet up to 10 persons (cots not provided).  Maximum occupancy is 60.

(4) Planning Bays-  CFM currently has 6 PLT planning bays and several SQD planning bays.  They may be used to conduct classes and small group instruction/testing and planning for field operations.  They are covered outdoor facilities and can serve as alternatives to both classrooms.  A test fire area is located in the planning bay area. These areas must be coordinated for with the owning training company.

(5) 25M Firing Range-  The 25M firing range may be used for live firing training events or use of personally owned weapons (POWs).  Approval must be obtained from the 5th RTBn Operations NCOIC during duty hours or from the SDNCO during non-duty hours.  External units must provide their own targets.  Firing will not be permitted while Aviation operations or ground training is occurring on or around Mosby Army Airfield (MAAF).  The range must be opened prior to usage through the SDNCO.  Persons on the range must maintain constant communications with SDNCO.

(6) Lower Mountaineering Area (LMA)-  Units may request use of the LMA.  The 5th RTBn does NOT train visiting units in basic mountaineering or provide any mountaineering equipment.  Units are required to conduct their own training and provide their own equipment.  Units that wish to use the LMA must be certified prior to use of the training area, in order to orient units to the area, they must be briefed on CFM and Ft. Benning safety policies, and ensure compliance with the 5th RTBn’s risk management worksheets.  The certification takes approximately 1 hour per task and may be done upon arrival.  An appointment must be made during coordination.  All certification appointments MUST be made during normal duty hours, M-F 0900-1700.  Units must provide 2 medics, neck brace, backboard and a dedicated ground evacuation vehicle for all training.

(7) The 5th RTBn retains priority of all facilities at all times and reserves the right to cancel approval of any facility.  Should this occur, all attempts will be made to relocate the training event to another suitable location on CFM.

b. Training Areas: The only training areas on CFM are the Lower Mountaineering

Training Area (LMA) and the 25  meter flat range.  A land navigation course has been established in the surrounding area of CFM, however, it is located in the CNF and must be coordinated through the SDCOE for priority C through F units.  The Mt Yonah training area is open to the public for use.  The 5th RTBn does not coordinate use of this facility on behalf of visiting units.  The local property owners (Mt Yonah Landowners Association) control access to Mt Yonah.  They will allow foot traffic access to Mt Yonah.  They will NOT allow access by vehicle.  The foot march to the top of Mt Yonah is 3.2 mi. on an unimproved road.

c.   Safety Instruction: See request for LMA para 5a, item #6.

6.   Support requirements:

a. Food Service:  

(1) General:  The CFM Dinning Facility (DFAC) is an independent contract facility, and is not operated by the Army.  It is run and managed by Consolidated Services out of Ft. Benning.  The DFAC receives its rations from Monarch Co. These rations must be ordered 15 working days prior to the pickup date or the requested rations will not be available.  The DFAC is only authorized to order rations for 5th RTBn personnel.  All other units must submit their request for subsistence IAW these guidelines and AR 30-1.  Failure to comply with these procedures or meet this suspense will result in the unavailability of food service support.


(2) Payment Information:  Current prices for meals are; Breakfast $1.60, Lunch and Dinner $3.20.  All units must pay for meals ordered through the 5th RTBn DFAC.  The following information is provided as general guidance for meal payments.  Personnel on meal card must present the meal card and sign the meal card sheet prior to each meal or utilize proper one line entry procedures.  Personnel receiving BAS must provide cash payment for each meal.  Personnel NOT receiving BAS and NOT on meal card must be noted on personnel roster in order to process for payment by the unit, most NG & Reserve Components are in this category.  Senior ROTC personnel must be noted on personnel roster.  The 5th RTBn DFAC Manager will file the paperwork to receive payment from SR ROTC funds.  JR ROTC, civilians, persons from non-profit organizations and personnel receiving BAS or TDY MUST pay in cash.  All cash payments must be received prior to eating meals.  The 5th RTBn Consolidated Services DFAC will accept lump sum payments for all meals requested, however this must be done prior to the first meal consumed.  Food is prepared in 5 meal increments, the unit will be liable for all uneaten meals requested in 5 meal increments.  If the unit misses planned meals, the unit will pay for them.  Meal hours are breakfast: 0700-0830, lunch: 1200-1300, dinner: 1600-1700 hours. Procedures:

(a) Complete Meal Request Form (attached)


(b) Attach a by-name roster which includes rank and SSN for each meal requested.


(c) Submit to 5th RTBn Operations NLT 15 working days prior to 1st meal.


(d) Ensure all information on meal request form is correct for funding purposes.

b.   Billeting-  CFM billeting provisions available are as follows, no other facility for billeting is authorized:


(1) Bldg 34R, 24 bed occupancy in 1 thru 3 beds per room available.


(2) Student Barracks, only when not in cycle. 300 beds in 4 open bays.


(3) Bivouac Sites available on CFM depending on need, tentage not available. Units establishing bivouac must contract portable latrines, see Encl 3.


(4) Gym under special conditions authorized by the BN S3 NCOIC.

c.   Class II (Clothing, tools), VII (Major end items), IX (repair parts) will not be provided to visiting units, this includes mountaineering equipment.

d.   Class III- 


(1) Automotive fuel must be pre-coordinated by type and amount.  Units will pay for all fuel with a Military IPR or Government Service Agency (GSA) credit card.  Visiting units may only refuel from 0800-1600 Monday thru Friday.  Fuel is only available to DoD agencies.  

(2) Aviation fuel meets the same criteria. Refueling will be scheduled through the S-3 Air.

e.   Class IV (construction material) will not be provided unless the unit is working on a CFM project.  The use of permanent wire obstacles and material is not authorized on CFM or in the CNF.

f.   Class V (Arms, Ammo & Explosives) must be provided by the unit.  CFM can store limited amounts of AAE.  The 5th RTBn will not procure, draw or transport visiting unit AAE.

g.   Class VI (personal demand) & VIII (medical supplies) are not available.

6.   Services:

a.   Transportation- 5th RTBn will not provide transportation assets.  Units provide all transportation needs.  Units may park up to 10 vehicles on CFM.  Large vehicles, 2 1/2 ton trucks and larger must be parked behind the CFM motorpool.

b.   Maintenance- the only maintenance support available to units is limited recovery service.

c.   MEDEVAC and Medical Service- must be provided by the unit.  The 5th RTBn may provide MEDEVAC coverage while in cycle and only during emergencies.  TMC 11 is available for emergencies only.
d.   Safety-  All units must submit an appropriate Risk Management Worksheet with control measures for the planned training.  All requests for training submitted without a Risk Management Worksheet will be returned without action.  Units must maintain communications with CFM at all times and provide commo plan in request packet. Failure to do so may result in termination of training event.

e.   Environmental Impact Assessment-  Units must submit appropriate Environmental Impact Assessment of their training on the CNF with control measures for the planned training events. (e.g., trash, vehicle damage, pyrotechnics, fires, noise, etc..).
7.   Training Guidelines:

a.   Field Training:


(1) The 5th RTBn deconflicts all training areas to be used for the units training in the CNF.


(2) Units will abide by the Chattahoochee National Forest Rules. (Encl 3)

(3) Units will maintain radio contact and provide their commo plan.  Units operating in the CNF must conduct a communications check at 0600, 1200, 1800, and 2400 hrs daily (+/ - 15min from the top of the hour).  The purpose is to ensure the commo link is maintained, to pass priority updates, and to provide the unit’s updated status.


(4) Units honor pyrotechnics bans imposed in the CNF.  The 5th RTBn initiates such bans upon notification from the Forest Service of fire hazards.  The unit is notified by radio of impending pyro bans.


(5) Units training in the CNF and not at CFM log into and out of the CNF with the 5th RTBn. The 5th RTBn is responsible for liaison duties with all military units training in the CNF IAW the Supplemental Agreement with the Forest Service.

b.   Air Operations: 















(1) Mosby Army Airfield. Units desiring to use MAAF 7A7 for any training must coordinate directly with the 5th Ranger Training Battalion S3 Air. This includes, “Touch and Go landings,” over-flights, and landing to shut down.  


(2) Air assault operations are coordinated and monitored by the 5th RTBn S3Air.  Units coordinate all HLZs and flight routes.


(3) Visiting units will abide by the 5th RTBn Airspace Management Policy, Encl 5.


(4) Airborne Operations:  The 5th RTBn cannot authorize any airborne operations for visiting units at this time.  There are no surveyed DZs currently available for visiting units. 


(5) The POC  is the S3 air at x 231.

8.  General Support:

a.   Post Exchange (PX):  The PX may be used by Authorized Patrons only.  Phone at ext. 600.  Hours of Operation are as follows: 


TUE-FRI      = 0930 to 1600


SAT              = 1000 to 1500


HOLIDAYS = CLOSED

b.   Commissary:  The Defense Commissary may be used by Authorized Patrons only.  Phone at ext. 109.  Hours of operation are as follows:


TUES-SAT = 1000 to 1700


HOLIDAYS = CLOSED

c.   The CFM NCO Club:  The NCO Club may be used on a limited basis by visiting units. Club use is restricted to persons 18 years of age after 1800 hrs.  Persons under the age of 21 may not purchase alcoholic beverages.  Club hours are from 1000 to 2400 daily.  Alcoholic beverages 

will not be served prior to 1600 hrs. Club rules are posted.  If any member of a visiting unit violates Club rules the unit’s Club privileges will be revoked and may result in cancellation of the units training event.  The bartender has full authority over all persons in the NCO Club and his/her decisions are FINAL.  They can be reached at ext. 130/131.


(1) Visiting units are authorized to enter the NCO Club (The Overhang) if they are sponsored by the 5th RTB.  Sponsorship is defined as having coordinated support with the 5th RTB.  All other units or personnel must receive permission from the club manager or designated representative prior to entering The Overhang.

(2) Visiting units must comply with all policies set forth in this SOP.  Visiting units are responsible for the actions of their personnel.  All incidents will be reported to the BN SDNCO and the visiting units chain of command.


(3) Visiting units will settle all financial obligations prior to departing Camp Frank D. Merrill.  A unit address will be left with the Club manager or his designated representative prior to departure.


(4) Visiting units are not authorized to establish a tab with The Overhang.  All visiting unit members may purchase an affiliated membership for $2.00 a day or $10.00 a week.  Also the may purchase a lifetime membership for $25.00

1.   PURPOSE:  To outline the rules and regulations for training and activities while at Camp Frank D. Merrill or in the Chattahoochee National Forest.

2.   GENERAL:  

a.   The 5th RTBn allows any safe training event that does not violate National Forest Rules, interfere with scheduled Ranger training and its support activities, or absorb 5th RTBn resources.  All units must abide by the rules and regulations outlined in this enclosure.

b.   In agreement with the US Forest Service regulations and Ft. Benning policies, the 5th RTBn is required to act as liaison for all visiting units and is responsible for their safety and activities while at CFM or in the CNF.  These rules exist to maintain compliance with the above agencies, to maintain good order and discipline, and ensure safety is enforced.  Units must make mandatory communications checks IAW Encl 1, para 4c.

3.   RULES AND REGULATIONS:

a.   Off limits areas: (unless authorized by advance coordination)


(1) Chattahoochee National Forest outside CFM (unless the unit possesses a special use permit issued by the SDCOE).


(2) Ammunition Holding Area.


(3) BLDG 61 (Cadre Barracks).


(4) BLDG 37 (Student Barracks).


(5) BLDG 10 (Senior BEQ).


(6) Temporary Living Quarters.


(7) Dinning Facility, except during meal hours.


(8) Water Towers.


(9) Motor Pool, during non-duty hours.


(10) Water Treatment Plant and Sewage Pond.

b.   National Forest CFM Rules:  These rules are extracted from the Supplemental Agreement with the US Forest Service and rules set by 5th RTBn Commander.

(1) Vehicles:  Speed Limit for CFM and in the CNF is 15 MPH.  Vehicles are not allowed on Mosby Army Airfield and track.  All tactical vehicles must have lights on at all times during training.  All vehicles must use ground guides when backing.  All serious incidents and or 

accidents on or off post must be reported to the SDNCO in Bldg 12 (Battalion Headquarters).  All drivers must comply with Georgia State Motor Vehicle laws.


(2) Unit leaders will carry a copy of these rules and a copy of their special use permit during training in the CNF.


(3) Fires may be built on bare soil only.  They must be completely extinguished before leaving the area.


(4) The US Forest Service may restrict or curtail use of blanks and pyrotechnics based on the danger of forest fire. Pyro bans will be relayed thru the 5th RTBn.


(5) Use only dead or down wood for fires or fighting positions.  No cutting, stripping, blazing, painting or driving nails into trees.


(6) Do not dig fighting positions and do not use concertina or barbed wire.


(7) Do not bivouac or disturb soil within 100 ft of lakes and streams.  Established bivouac areas with more than eight persons must use portable toilets for disposing human waste.  The unit must contract for portable toilets, the local contractor is NIX TANK, (770) 532-8207.  All other human waste must be disposed of by proper sanitation methods (“cat-hole” technique).


(8) Do not drive off established roads, on established ORV trails or on wildlife feeder plots.


(9) The use of off-road vehicles (ORVs) is restricted to established ORV Trail Networks.  ORVs consist of motocross bikes, 4 wheeled motor bikes, etc..


(10) Stay off the Appalachian Trail. this includes 100M on each side of the established trail, AT shelters and campsites.  Units may cross the trail at 90 degrees only.


(11) Allow all other legitimate National Forest users (hikers, campers, etc.) access to any area.  The 5th RTBn will resolve disputes.


(12) Units will not conduct any training in and avoid National Forest Recreation Areas (Ed Jenkins, Cooper Creek, Frank Gross, Fish Hatchery, etc.).


(13) Stay off privately owned land.


(14) Bulk fuel is prohibited in the National Forest.  Use of 5 gallon cans is authorized.


(16) Unit MUST leave the environment in a natural state (no trash left, sterilize the area).


(17) Personally Owned Weapons and Live Ammo are PROHIBITED.


(18) Collective Training is limited to groups of 40 or fewer persons.

d.   Units must report to the 5th RTBn S-3 upon arrival for an inbrief and to log into the National Forest.  The unit must maintain communication with CFM throughout training.  CFM continuously monitors FM frequencies 34.10 and 38.50 unsecured.   The unit must report to 5th RTBn Headquarters to clear the training area and log out of the National Forest.

e.   Adherence to these rules and regulations directly effects the Military’s future use of the National Forest for training purposes.
