Preparing Your Notebook & Studying for Your Midterm

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What should be in my notebook?

Lecture notes and study guides, classwork/homework/projects,

foldables, weekly tests.

How should I organize the papers in my notebook?
Organize in four sections:

1.  lecture notes and study guides, ordered by standard,

2.  classwork/homework/projects (anything that is a handout or worksheet) ordered by date,

3.  tests ordered by date, 
4.  foldables ordered by standard, or placed together in a single page protector.

If you’re not sure where to put something, it probably goes in the classwork/homework/projects section.

What if I entered the class late and don’t have everything from the beginning?

Just include what you have from the day you entered class.

How will I be graded this time?

Your notebook is worth 25 points/25% of your grade.  You will receive:

1.  5 points for turning it in on Friday with your name on it,

2.  5 points for having it in some kind of three-ring folder or binder,

3.  5 points for sorting the papers into the correct sections,

4.  5 points for labeling each section,

5.  5 points for completeness,
6.  5 extra credit points for creating a detailed table of contents.

If you don’t turn in a notebook, your highest possible grade this quarter will be 75% or a C.

What should I study?
1.  Read over your lecture notes, study guides, and study sheet several times.
2.  Use your lecture notes and study guides to correct any wrong answers on your Friday tests.
What kind of test is it?

25 multiple choice questions, answered on a scanner form instead of directly on the test
How will I be graded this time?

1.  5% for completing a study sheet of main ideas about each standard, in your own words,
2.  10% for the test,
3.  another 5% for correcting wrong answers on Friday
Will I be allowed to use notes or the textbook to help me on Thursday?

NO, but a lot of the questions are based on charts and graphs - the information is right there for you to figure out.
On Friday, you will be allowed to use the textbook to correct any wrong answers and your test will be rescored at half its value.

What if I am absent on Thursday?
You must be prepared to make up the test during your second-to-last class the day you return.  I will not be available to give you a make-up test on Wednesday or Thursday this week.
