In a recent interview, Ahman credits his success to the many roster moves GM Travis Ferrell made during the preseason. “Mr. Ferrell assembled a great team around me and I just draw off their efforts”, said Green.



Meanwhile, Kordell Stewart of the Charleston Shockers leads all APFL passers with a 121.4 rating and 14 TDS with no interceptions! In the hunt to upend undefeated Nicholas, Kordell is taking the heat in the media for the losses that puts his team three full games back of the leaders. Not so fast says Kordell. “I’m doing everything I can possibly do! I’m the 3rd leading rusher on this team and I’m responsible for more touchdowns than any other player on this team”, said Stewart. “You don’t see Kordell taking a dive on this team. We need more players like myself at every position on this team. Until that happens, this team ain’t going nowhere. I ain’t no Paul Bunyan, ya know”! said Stewart.



As we move into the 2nd half of our season, we must be mindful of the 1/3 minimum usage requirements for skill players.
