Test Corrections Guidelines
· After each test has been returned, everyone is allowed to do Test corrections on their mistakes from the test.
· Each correction must include the FULL Question with a detailed explanation of a 2-3 sentences explaining why the answer you selected was incorrect and explaining the correct answer for the test question.

· All test corrections are to be typed and returned back with the original test 2 days after test has been returned.

· Each correctly completed test correction with result in earning ½ the points missed on the question.

Correction Example


Which of the following reform laws was passed as a result of Upton Sinclair’s book The Jungle?
a) The Clayton Anti-Trust Act

b) The Hepburn Act

c) The Elkins Act

d) The Meat Inspection Act
(A) is incorrect because the Clayton Anti-Trust Act was a law passed by Congress to control monopolies, which was not what the book The Jungle was about. (D) is correct because the Meat Inspection was passed by Congress after the public uproar when The Jungle exposed the filth and Disease that was rampant throughout the slaughterhouses of Chicago
