She has performed her poetry and music nationally sharing the stage with artist such as The Last Poets, Medusa, Dead Prez, Jungle Brothers, Doug E. Fresh, Guru, and many more. In May 2000, Piper embarked on an East coast tour with performance collective Aje’s Voice. In January 2002, she co-wrote and performed in the production Sister Overpass, which was featured at SUNY-Cortland and completed a successful two-week run at the Blue Theater in Austin, TX. Piper was featured in the New WORLD Theaters “Top 12 Poets Under 25” at the 2002 Future Aesthetics conference. For the last three years, Piper has served as coordinator of Blackout Arts Collective Lyrics on Lockdown Tour, a campaign that has reached over 20 cities nationwide raising awareness about the impact of the Prison Industrial Complex on communities of color. 

As a writer she has two books to her credit. Her book of poetry entitled For My Sister on the Overpass which she has also adapted into a solo performance and the recently released How to Get Stupid White Men Out of Office published by Soft Skull Press, a collection of writings on young people and electoral politics edited by Billy Wimsatt and Adrienne Brown. Her writing has also been featured in a number of publications including Blu magazine, The Austin Downtown Arts Monthly, and Show-n-Prove. 
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
