III. Committee Reports

A. Chair Report – Cuong Pho reported:

iii. CA State PT Board met in LA to discuss con-ed and inclusion diagnosis of impairment syndromes.  POPST was also discussed and will be included in Sunset Review Process. Also discussed, use of DPT signature after PT signature.

iv. Research SIG annual retreat in Santa Barbara July 29th-30th.  

B. Vice-Chair/Membership Committee – Covey Lazouras reported:

a. 1st con-ed course:  Budget will be finalized 

b. 2nd con-ed course: will be held Sept. 17th at Little Co. of Mary.  Topic= Pilates.  Budgeted for 20 participants. Cost=$150 for LBSB district members.  Kelley Kubota will be responsible for flyers/mailings. Covey will be responsible for submitting info for CEU’s.  Covey requested assistance with the course. Action: Keith Ancheta volunteered to assist with running/executing the Pilates course.

C. Secretary – Lisa Smith reported: 

i. Purchasing of updated CPTA letterhead…to be determined when CPTA decides cost. Action:  Lisa will f/u when CPTA has a quote ready.  She will obtain approval from Cuong and Karen (finance) prior to ordering.

ii. Lisa will send thank-you notes to Dr Powers and Dr. Reischl  and lab assistant for the con-ed course.  

D. Treasurer/Finance Committee – Karen Frederick reported:

a. Update on District Operations Task Force: May 6th Karen participated in district special operations committee. Topics discussed were financial viability of districts, election process, newsletter distribution, greater centralization of operations by CPTA.  Town Hall meetings were discussed.  Leadership orientation led by CPTA was also discussed.  The motions and initiatives will go to the Board in June to be voted on.  

b. Quarterly Budget Report:  as of March 31st we had $ 1,145 in expenses; Student Program is budgeted for $500 for the year.  $700 for assembly reps to travel to Ontario for assembly meeting. Mileage will be reimbursed at 37.5 cents/mile.  

Karen will be meeting with a finance rep. to discuss options for reserve funds.  Action:  Karen will keep reserve funds as they are until recommendations are made by an outside rep. and approved by the exec. Committee. 

c. Finance Committee: call for volunteers was made by Karen.  Action: Chris Izu volunteered to be on the finance committee. Cuong Pho is on the finance committee also.

E. Chief Representative (Government Affairs/Public Relations liaison) – Stephanie Kaplan reported: 

i. Assembly reps met last week and discussed budget and bylaw amendments for the assembly to meet annually instead of bi-annually due to budgetary concerns.  Action:  Stephanie will keep exec. Committee members updated as she obtains them.

F. Nominating Committee – Oscar Gallardo reported:

i. Rep allocation for upcoming year = 9 (6 active, 1 affiliate, 1 student and 1 student affiliate rep).  

ii. Mei Lee, Oliver, Chairperson, Keith’s rep. positions will need to filled this election year.  Lisa Smith’s secretary position will be open also.  District rep. to APTA House of Delegates is Stephanie Kaplan.

iii. CPTA nominations for awards are due.  Action: Oscar will submit nominations from our district. Any member may also submit nominations by logging onto the CPTA website:  www.ccapta.org
G. Public Relations Committee – Stephanie Kaplan reported:

i. Next meeting is June 21st.  MOVE California needs 10 more presentations by June 30th, 2006.  2 media and 2 public outreach events will need to be completed to receive the $1000 PR money.  Stephanie is looking at media advertising with Long Beach Press Telegram, Daily Breeze, The Grunion Gazette.  Action: Stephanie and PR committee will make all decisions re: how the PR $ is spent unless they go over budget (then will need exec. Committee approval to exceed their budget).

ii. District website maintenance: Action: Cuong Pho will be contact for Julie Hershberg (webmaster) to keep the district website updated.
