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A study of the Buddhist teachings bearing on the following social concepts:

1) Human society, its origin and evolution, individual and social relations

2) Oneness of mankind and the supremacy of Man

3) State and government

4) Economy and the use of economic resources

5) Animate and inanimate environment

6) Law, justice and punishment

7) Buddhist ethics and the Buddhist social norms as reflected in the organization of the Buddhist monastic order
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
