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acid rain: acid rain is a form of pollution that came from the factories. Acid rain damages forests, lakes, and farmland. 

culture shock: culture shock were the changes that occurred because of the Cold War. These included such things as the Berlin Wall and many other changes. 

interdependence: dependence of a country on the goods and resources from other parts of the world. Interdependence has created both problems and opportunities for both sides involved. 

liberation theology: liberation theology was adopted by many Roman Catholic Churches in Latin America. It dealt with the Church taking a more active role in opposing social contributions that contribute to poverty. 

multinational corporation: many multinational corporations invested in the developing world during this time. They contributed to these struggling countries by bringing new technology and industries to them. 

nonaligned: not allied to either side during the war. Many countries chose to remain this way during the Cold War. 

privatization: having private investors rather than government-run industries. Many countries hoped that privatization would bring more money and improve their economies. 

terrorism: deliberate use of random violence to achieve political goals. Many terrorists used such tactics as kidnappings, bombings, shootings, and others in order to achieve their goals. 

politcal instability in Africa: many civil wars broke out in many nations of Africa. Authoritarian leaders did not focus on the well being of the nation; rather they spend the governments money on weapons. 

developing countries: one of the main things in a developing country is new technology. Many of the countries in Africa needed to develop new technology. 

Effects of the Cold War: at the end of the Cold War, the Soviet Union had very little power. However, the US was a major leader. Many smaller nations strived to gain independence and fight communism. 

spread of American culture around the globe: the US was a major power during this time, and other countries wanted to become independent and modernize themselves like the US. The American culture spread very easily during this time. 

Factories and Environmental Damage: new technology for developing nations included producing goods in factories. However, the huge amount of factories contributed to the major pollution and damage of our environment.  

Explain how computers have shaped new global culture: computers are a great development and have become very popular very quickly. They allow people to communicate more quickly and easily, and are also helpful in business matters. 
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Détente: relaxation of tensions. By the 1970’s, both American and Soviet leaders promoted this. 

Deficit: the gap between what a government spends and what it takes in through taxes and other sources. The government spending and tax cuts in the late 1900’s increased the national deficit. 

Dissident: people who speak out against the government. During his time of leadership, Brezhnev completely backed suppressing dissidents. 

Glasnost: policy of openness. Glasnost was encouraged under Gorbachev’s rule in the Soviet during the time he was making reforms. 

welfare state: this is a system where the government keeps most features of a capitalist economy, but takes greater responsibility for the social and economic needs of its people. This type of government was first seen in the 1800’s. 

Leonid Brezhnev: leader of the Soviet Union from 1864-1982. he was a supporter in suppressing dissidents. 

Charles de Gaulle: Charles de Gaulle was a leader of the Free French during the war. He set up the fifth republic in 1958, and was president. 

Martin Luther King Jr.: Martin Luther King, Jr., emerged as a leader of the civil rights movement, and used Gandhi’s teachings to peacefully protest segregation in the US. His boycotts and peaceful marches throughout the 1960’s helped in the efforts to end segregation.

Joseph Mc Carthy: McCarthy was Senator in the 1950’s. between 1950 and 1954, he charged many Americans with harboring communist sympathies. Eventually he was charged with reckless behavior by the Senate. his campaign took place while the US was involved with stopping communist expansion in Korea. 

Margaret Thatcher: Thatcher was among the many British leaders who opposed increased links with Europe. She feared that this would destroy their identity. 

Perestroika: perestroika was urged during the time of Gorbachev. This is the reduction of the size of the bureaucracy. 

service industry: an industry that provides a service rather than a product. These include healthcare, finance, sales, education, and recreation services. 

welfare state: this is a system where the government keeps most features of a capitalist economy, but takes greater responsibility for the social and economic needs of its people. This type of government was first seen in the 1800’s.

Mikhail Gorbachev: leader of the Soviet Union. He made many reforms that paved the way for independence all over Easter Europe, the end of the Cold War, and the eventual breakup of the Soviet Union. 

Helmut Kohl: chancellor of West Germany. He guaranteed that a united Germany would pose no threat to peace, especially among the Soviet Union and the US. 

Nikita Krushev: Soviet leader after Stalin. He publicly denounced Stalin’s abuse of power and shocked many top Communist party members. He eased censorship and freed many political prisoners during his time as leader. 

Josip Tito: a gurrila leader during WWII. Later set up a communist government in Yugoslavia, and refused to join the Warsaw Pact and claimed to be neutral during the Cold War. 

Lech Walesa: led the shipyard worker strikes in the1980’s. they organized an independent trade union which they called Solidarity. After they gained nearly ten million members, they pressed for political change to improve the economy. 

global economic competition: The US faced stiff competition from markets in Asia and other nations. 

civil war in Yugoslavia: Yugoslavia was torn apart by nationalism after Tito’s death. The three main ethinic groups, including Serbs, Croatians, and Muslims, split apart and formed their own countries and capitals. 

American foreign policy during Cold War: the US was the biggest military power during the Cold War. They used their vast economic and military resources to protect its interests and gave up on foreign alliances. 

NAFTA: North American Free Trade Association. NAFTA was a step toward solving the problems between the US and Canady. It created a vast free-trade zone between the two countries. 

Warsaw Pact: set up by Khrushchev in 1955. The Pact was formed by the communist nations of Easter Europe and was dominated by the Soviet Union. 

NATO: North Atlantic Treaty Organization. Formed by the western democracies and led by the US, NATO was formed to defend the West against communism. 

European Coal and Steel Community: the community was an independent agency that set prices and regulated the coal and steel industry. It stimulated economic growth across Europe. 

Glasnost: openness. Glasnost was launched in the Soviet by Gorbachev as an effort at reforming the country. 

1973 oil crisis: OPEC cut oil production and raised prices in the West in 1973. this seriously devastated many countries in Western Europe. 

Berlin Wall as a symbol of Cold War: showed the division of Germany’s communist and democratic governments. Like the cold war, it separated the two sides against each other. 

European Union: Eastern European nations looked toward the West for aid in the 1990’s to join the European Union and NATO. This was a very controversial idea because many people did not want to turn to the West for aid. 

civil rights movement: the 1950’s seemed a peaceful time at home, but major changes were underway that would eventually reshape American society forever. Among the most far-reaching was the civil rights movement, and a major leader of this movement was Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., 

"ethnic cleansing" Bosnia: Bosnia was very divided even though it was now independent. The Serbs practiced ethnic cleansing, which was the forcibly removing of other ethnic groups from the areas they control.
