RISE OF DEMOCRATIC IDEAS/ ch. 5-6
*oligarchy- In which the power belongs to a few.
*democracy- Democracy is the government where the people rule. Athens had democracy for a short while, but when they were defeated by the Spartans, they gave up on it
*geography of Greece- Greece has mountains and valleys and is part of the Balkan Peninsula, which extends into the Mediterranean Sea.
*Greek theater- The first Greek plays were done at religious festivals, especially in Athens. They were performed outdoors in theatres and honored many of the gods and goddesses. 
*Alexander's greatest achievement- Alexander the great was able to conquer the known world. When he reached India, he cried because there were no more lands to conquer

*center of the Hellenistic world- where?- Alexandria- An Egyptian city which became the foremost center of Hellenistic civilization.


*Pericles- in 461 BC the Greeks elected him to the assembly. He kept getting reelected year after year and in essence became the leader of Athens. He so dominated Athens, that is was called "The Age of Pericles" for 32 years.

He had 3 goals: 1. strengthen Athenian democracy… 2. Build a commercial empire… 3 Glorify Athens.  To attain goals he: 1. paid many public officials… 2.  Strengthened navy… 3.  Beautified Athens.


*Darius- captured by The Great Alexander

*Alexander- Aristotle was his tutor. He learned science, literature, Greek heroism.  He destroys Thebes and being afraid, the other Greek city states soon submit.  He conquers Persia: 1st conquers Asia Minor.  Next frees Egypt.  Next totally ends Persian power at Gaugamela.  Finally leads his soldiers all the way to India (with 200 elephants). The soldiers are too exhausted and insist on returning home. (They traveled 11,000 miles in 7yrs.)  Alexander died of illness at 33 years old.  Legend has it that Alexander once wept because he had run out of territory to conquer.


*Athen's golden age- a city of shop owners and artisans.  100,000 slaves in Athens(slaves worked side by side with free men).  Rich owned about 50 slaves, poor owned about 2 slaves.  Women stayed home. If they had to leave, they wore veils.  Very few legal rights.  Could not own land.


*Spartan boys- In 431 BC, Sparta marched through and burned Athens territory of food supply.  Sparta was strongest on land, Athens strongest at sea.  Causes of Athens defeat- plague - it killed 1/3 of Athens population!  Sparta destroyed a huge (27,000 soldiers) fleet of Athenians at sea near Sicily.  Finally in 404 BC, Athens surrenders.  This period of warring was called "THE PELOPONESIAN WAR".  Because of such sadness, the dramatists developed "comedies"

*Persian Wars- After the war, Athens emerged as the most powerful city-state in Greece. They formed many alliances.
*Trojan Wars-  This war took place around 1250 B.C.  Basically they controlled the waterways that were used in trade

*Peloponnesian War- The Peloponnesian war lasted 27 years and went through all of Greece. It began in Athens and Sparta. During the war, Pericles was killed by the plague. This war marked the end of the Athenian greatness. 

*Paul- Paul was, at first, a non-believer, but after he converted to Jesus’s new religion, he spread his teachings throughout the lands.

*Hannibal-  A poet that worked with homer
*Virgil- Virgil was a roman poet that compared himself with homer. 

*Augustus- Augustus was able to create a very good form of government that functioned well for over 200 years. His reign marked the beginning of the Roman Empire.
*Odoacer-  Odoacer is the Germanic leader who ousted the emperor of Rome. That event marked the end of the Roman Empire.
*Jesus-  Jesus was the man who brought about Christianity, which is named after him.

*Constantine- the new telescope coming out in the early century

*Ptolemy- said the earth was the center of the universe (which is wrong but was believed for centuries.


*Copernicus- a great Greek philosopher and astronomer
*Virgil- Virgil was a roman poet that compared himself with homer. 
*Roman landholding upper class- Patricians were the landholding members of the upper class during roman times. During the oligarchy point in roman history, a select few patricians ruled.

*martyr- A martyr is a person who dies for his or her beliefs. Many early Christians were martyrs.
*messiah- The messiah is a savior of the people, the son of god. Jesus claimed to be this messiah

*mercenary- Mercenaries are foreign soldiers, hired to fight. The Romans hired many German ones, who felt little loyalty to Rome

*totalitarian- Of, relating to, being, or imposing a form of government in which the political authority exercises absolute and centralized control over all aspects of life, the individual is subordinated to the state, and opposing political and cultural expression is suppressed

*communist- is a form of socialism that sees class struggle between employers and employees as inevitable. This idea came from a man by the name of Karl Marx, a German Philosopher, who did not like the ideas of the Utopians

*republic- A political order whose head of state is not a monarch and in modern times is usually a president

*basic unit of the Roman army- a tiff or unit…line
MIDDLE AGES/ Ch. 8-9
*peasants- peasant- Peasants and their lords were tied together by a mutual rights and responsibilities.  Peasants had to work several days a week farming. They also had to repair the lord’s roads, bridges, and fences and anything else that needed repairing.  Peasants had to pay a fee for things they inherited, for marrying, ect.

*knights- Many nobles trained from boyhood for a future occupation as a knight. A knight is a mounted warrior.

*fief- fief- Lords would give fiefs or estates to their vassals

*serf- Most of the peasants on a manor were serfs. Serfs are peasants who were bound to the land.

*vassal- In exchange for land, vassals pledged service and loyalty to the greater lords. Vassals are lesser lords.

*Lord- Below the monarch in the feudal society were the most powerful lords who held the largest fiefs. Each of these lords had vassals, and these vassals in return had vassals.

*charter- A charter is the written documents that say the rights and privileges of the town.  In return for the charter merchants paid the lord or king a large sum of money or a yearly fee, or both.

*bill of rights- a bill that has laws and ammendments

*Church reform - why?- The clergy tended to be worldly, and many lived in luxury. Monks and nuns ignored their vows, and married priests devoted more time to their families than to Church duties.

*most important economic activity in medieval town- three field system- Peasants also adopted the three-field system. They planted one field in grain, a second with legumes, such as peas, and left the third fallow.

*lending money at interest- The lending of money or interest.  The profits that merchants made from this were immoral.


*Battle of Tours- Battle of Tours- At the battle of Tours in 732, Frankish warriors led by Charles Martel defeated a Muslim army. Christians saw the victory as a sign that God was on their side.

*causes that united Charlemagne's empire- the black plague and the possibility of defeat


*Cluniac reforms- In 1073, a new pope, Gregory VII, extended the Clunaic reforms throughout the entire church. He prohibited simony, the selling of positions in the Church, and outlawed marriage for priests.

*three field system- Peasants also adopted the three-field system. They planted one field in grain, a second with legumes, such as peas, and left the third fallow.

*clergy- Nobles and the clergy despised the new middle class. To the clergy, the profits that merchants and bankers made from usury were immoral.

*merchant guilds- Merchant guilds dominated life in medieval towns. Guilds are associations.

*nobles- Feudal lords battled constantly for power, and for feudal nobles warfare was a way of life. Many nobles trained from boyhood for a future occupation as a knight.

*Magna Carta –importance- Finally, John angered his own nobles with heavy-handed taxes and other abuses of power. In 1215, a group of rebellious barons cornered John and forced him to sign the Magna Carta, or great charter.

*Concordat of Worms- The struggle over investiture dragged on for almost 50 years. Finally, in 1122, both sides accepted a treaty known as the Concordat of Worms.

*Goal of the Crusades- The chief goal was to free the Holy Land from the Seljuk. The end result was that the Christians ended up being victims.

*Viking name for Lightning warfare- genecide

*result of plague in Europe- which regions most devastated?% population died? result?- western Europe was the most devastated, mostly Cairo. 7,000 people died per day in Cairo.  Death and social unrest was the result, and this would not recover for another 100 years to come.

*Reconquista- As Christians slowly expanded their borders, they sought to take over Muslim lands. Their campaign to drive the Muslims from Spain became known as the Reconquista, or “reconquest.”

*result of the Crusades- The chief goal was to free the Holy Land from the Seljuk. The end result was that the Christians ended up being victims.

*early jury system- when?-  Under Henry II, England also developed an early jury system. When traveling justices visited an area, local officials collected a jury. A jury is a group of men sworn to speak the truth.

*cause of Germany's disunity- lack of order
RENAISSANCE,REFORMATION,ENLIGHTENMENT/ Ch. 14 & 18
*development of printing- effects-  the printing reformation made books cheaper and easier to obtain therefore more people had books within their homes and the country gained knowledge

*Copernicus- a polish scholar who started the idea of heliocentric. He also believed in the ellipse. He was an astronomer who believed in very broad subjects

*Newton- a scientist who used mathematics to understand the orbits the planets have around the sun, he later developed the concept of gravity, the force the earth has on everything when an apple fell on his head

*causes of the Renaissance- the Middle Ages left a dark shadow on Europe. There was a very low literacy rate and the black plague wiped out a great portion of the population

*Luther- Luther was a lawyer who was brought up by religion. Martin Luther challenged the church with and later became known as protestants and then came a new religion

*Scientific method- a method that shows how u should conduct expirements

*Calvin- the most important reformer to follow martin Luther. Calvin had a logical, razor-sharp mind, and his ideas had a profound affect on the direction of the protestant reformation.  He preached predestination and set up a theocracy

*Erasmus- an enlightened thinker

*Montesquieu- an enlightened thinker

*Cause of Britain's global power/ 1700s- the Middle Ages left a dark shadow on Europe. There was a very low literacy rate and the black plague wiped out a great portion of the population

*Adam Smith- an enlightened thinker who came up w; the power

*John Locke- john Locke was another English thinker, but unlike Hobbes he believed everyone was born morally good; not evil. He said they had natural rights or rights that belonging to all humans from birth. He also believed the population could change the government if they felt it needed to be changed

*Thomas Hobbes- Thomas hobbes was an English thinker along with john Locke. He argued that people were naturally cruel, and greedy and selfish. He entered people into a social contract: an agreement for an organized society

*"No taxation without representation"- a quote meaning they cant tax nothing

*Age of Reason- the times where the people rebelled

*Joseph II- an emperor. He traveled in disguise among his subjects to learn about their problems. His efforts to improve their lives won him the nickname “peasant emperor” Joseph continued the reforms that his mother had started. He shoes dependable middle class people to run things rather than nobles

*absolute monarch- absolute rulers who used their power to bring about political and social change. Monarchs became enlightened despots because they accepted the enlightened ideas

*divine rule- it’s the golden rule…the 1 every1 should follow

*cabinet- a government branch

INDUSTRIAL REVOLUTION / Ch. 20-22
*enclosure- Enclosure - the process of taking over and fencing off land formerly shared by peasant farmers; this in turn made sheep and wool output increase

*utilitarianism- the idea that the goal of society should be, "the greatest happiness for the greatest number" of citizens; most middle-class peoples rejected John Stuart Mill's ideas of utilitarianism

*factory movement- These factories were used to house the newer pieces of equipment to manufacture goods were to large to put in a home, so they built long sheds to house them and people called them factories. These factories work by bringing in raw materials and producing them into clothes or other manufactured goods

*urbanization- a movement of people to cities; this was brought around by the factories being put up and people who used to work on the farms came to get jobs in the city

*founder of Methodist Church- John Wesley - Started the first Methodist Church in England in about the mid-1700s. This church and preacher stressed  a personal sense of faith and also to improve their lives by adopting sober, moral ways

* term for "working class"- Proletariat - the working class in Europe, Karl Marx was look after as their savior because of the communist ideas he created

*inventor who improved the steam engine- Michael Faraday - Invented the first electric generator ever made. This helped minimize the use of coal that was damaging to the environment. This first electric generator was called the Dynamo

*which group most benefited from Ind. Rev.- the working class

*how factory system changed workers' lives- These factories were used to house the newer pieces of equipment to manufacture goods were to large to put in a home, so they built long sheds to house them and people called them factories. These factories work by bringing in raw materials and producing them into clothes or other manufactured goods

* laissez faire economics- know as the prophet of laissez-faire economics. He believed that a free market and would help everyone and not just the rich. This free market he said could produce items for less value and makes them more affordable to everyone

*ethnocentrism- the belief that earth is the center of the solar system

*racism- the form of making fun of someone because of their ethnicity or background

*assembly line- The new changes in this industry made it much more efficient  and faster way of producing cloth textiles. Factories stored new machines to spin, weave, and sew cotton together to pro duce clothes

*corporation- a big company

*survival of the fittest/ in war or industry- may the best man win

*right to vote (term)- suffrage

*Middle class- Proletariat - the working class in Europe, Karl Marx was look after as their savior because of the communist ideas he created

*peasants- Peasants and their lords were tied together by a mutual rights and responsibilities.  Peasants had to work several days a week farming. They also had to repair the lord’s roads, bridges, and fences and anything else that needed repairing.  Peasants had to pay a fee for things they inherited, for marrying, ect

*nobility- Feudal lords battled constantly for power, and for feudal nobles warfare was a way of life. Many nobles trained from boyhood for a future occupation as a knight

*romanticism/ painting- an exaggerated feature on a painting used from 1750 to 1850; using new verse forms, bold colors or the swelling sound of the orchestra, sought to excite strong emotions 

*Alfred Nobel- an explorer who died tragically at sea

*Joseph Lister- he was an English surgeon who discovered how antiseptics prevented infection; he insisted surgeons wash their hands before operating and sterilize their instrument

*Charles Darwin- Charles Darwin was a college drop out who went on an exploration to the Galapagos Islands where he discovered the evolution of species; this went against Christian beliefs and was argued by many people

*women's suffrage movement- women got the right to vote; women had few rights until this event in the late 1800s
IMPERIALISM/ Ch. 25-26
*destruction of a religious or ethnic group (term)- genecide

*sphere of influence- the influential group from 1 group to another

*protectorate- country with its own government but under the control of an outside power

*imperialist- domination by 1 country of the political, economic, or cultural life of another country or region

*justification for imperialism- take over, unfair treatment, bad government, dictator

*Ethiopia's resistance to Europe- they staged a successful rebellion

*decline of the Ottoman empire- when the ottoman empire was under attack

*Sepoy rebellion- when sepoy rebelled the attack

*Indian National Congress- the congress of India

*How Industrial Rev. encouraged imperialism- because they were producing more and faster and the other country wanted that so they took over

*Europe's main interest in China was?- trade

*Britain and Russia's desire to control Iran- they wanted to because of irans new irrigation systems

*Monroe Doctrine- the doctrine saying you can’t control without a good reason

*James Monroe- The fifth President of the United States (1817-1825), whose administration was marked by the acquisition of Florida (1819), the Missouri Compromise (1820), in which Missouri was declared a slave state, and the profession of the Monroe Doctrine (1823), declaring U.S. opposition to European interference in the Americas

*Matthew Perry- he helped make the Monroe doctrine

*James Cook- British navigator and explorer who commanded three major voyages of discovery, charting and naming many islands of the Pacific Ocean. He also sailed along the coast of North America as far north as the Bering Strait

*Benito Juarez- He studied under James cook

*Japan controlled _____?- Brittain

*Queen Liliuokalani- Queen of the Hawaiian Islands (1891-1893). She was the last Hawaiian ruler to govern the islands

*political consequences of imperialism- you lose everything

*British N. America Act- when Britain and N. America signed the doctrine

*US intervention in Latin America in early 1900s- when we took over government control

*Australia and New Zealand independence- we let them go and be independent again

*profits from global economy went where?- they went to the national funds

*imperialist Cecil Rhodes- British public official who helped draft the League of Nations Covenant and was president of the League of Nations Union (1923-1945). He won the 1937 Nobel Peace Prize
