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Soviet: soviets are councils of workers and soldiers. The Revolutionaries set up such councils in Petrograd and other cities. 

command economy: in a command economy, government officials make all the basic economic decisions. The Soviet Union developed such economy under Stalin. 

collective: collectives are large farms owned and operated by peasants as a group. Stalin forced peasants to give up their private plots and live on either state-owned farms or these collectives. 

kulak: kulaks are another name given to wealthy peasants. Stalin tried to destroy these wealthy peasants by doing things such as confiscating their land and sending them to labor camps. 

totalitarian state: in a totalitarian state, a one-party dictatorship attempts to regulate every aspect of the lives of its citizens. Stalin turned the Soviet Union into a totalitarian state. 

socialist realism: social realism showed Soviet life in a positive light, and the goal was to boost socialism through this. Stalin kept a firm grip on the arts and forced artists and writers to conform to this style. 

Lenin: Vladimir Ilych Ulynov, or Lenin, was instilled at a young age to hate the czarist form of government. He adapted Marxist ideas to Russian conditions and eventually became leader of Russia. 

Osip Mandelstam: Osip Mandelstam was an author that did not follow the hard hand of Stalin and change her style. Eventually she was tortured to death for her actions. 

Nicholas II: Nicholas II was the czar of Russia in the early 1900’s. Discontent sparked new eruptions after Nicholas had failed to solve Russia’s basic problems. 

Gregory Rasputin: Gregory Rasputin aided Czarina Alexandra in domestic affairs when Czar Nicholas went to aid his generals. He gained a widespread reputation as a healer. 

Joseph Stalin: Stalin took over after Lenin’s sudden death in 1924. he wanted to make the Soviet Union into a modern industrial power. 

Stalin's 5 Year Plan: Stalin proposed the first of several five-year plans in 1928. this five year plane aimed at building heavy industry, improving transportation, and increasing farm output. 

socialist realism: in a totalitarian state, a one-party dictatorship attempts to regulate every aspect of the lives of its citizens. Stalin turned the Soviet Union into a totalitarian state.

Mikhail Sholokhov: Sholokhov was a Russian poet during the 1900’s. he described the civil war of the time in his novel All Quiet Flows the Don. 

Joseph Stalin: Stalin took over after Lenin’s sudden death in 1924. He wanted to make the Soviet Union into a modern industrial power. 

Leon Trotsky: Leon Trotsky was the other candidate for leader after Lenin’s sudden death. Unlike Stalin, Trotsky was well educated and had less harsh methods to spread his position. 

socialist revolution: Lenin used Marxist ideas and adapted them to Russian conditions. He called for an elite group to lead the revolution and set up a dictatorship of the proletariat. A small percentage of socialists rose up and Lenin named them the Bolsheviks, or majority. This started the socialist revolution. 

Bolshevik Revolution: the Bolshevik Revolution took place in November of 1917. In this revolution, a group of Red guards, or armed factory workers, joined sailors from the Russian fleet to attack the provisional government. In the end, the government fell without a struggle and the Bolsheviks seized power in other cities. 

Lenin's New Economic Policy: Lenin adapted Marxist ideas to Russian conditions, and called for an elite group to lead the revolution and set up what he called a “dictatorship of the proletariat.” He represented a small percentage of socialists through this and called them the Bolsheviks, also representing the majority.
