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Apartheid-Whites imposed a system of racial segregation in South Africa between 1910 and 1940. This system became known as apartheid.

Civil disobedience-Gandhi read the works of Henry David Thoreau. Thoreau was an American philosopher who believed in civil disobedience, which is the refusal to obey unjust laws.

Diego Rivera-Diego Rivera was a muralist that created magnificent works that won worldwide acclaim. Their murals portrayed the struggles of the Mexican people for liberty.

Hirohito-Emperor Hirohito ruled Japan from 1926 to 1989. During his reign, Japan experienced remarkable success and appalling tragedies.

Jiang Jieshi-Jiang Jieshi, a young army officer, took over the Guomindang after Sun Yixian’s death. He was determined to reunite China, yet he had little interest in democracy or communism.

Muhammad Ali Jinnah-Muhammad Ali Jinnah became the leader of the Muslims in the 1930s. He supported the idea of a separate Muslim state called Pakistan.

Nationalization-The Constitution of 1917 permitted the breakup of large estates, placed restrictions on foreigners owning land, and allowed nationalization of natural resources. Nationalization is government takeover.

Pancho Villa-Pancho Villa was the rebel army that fought during the Mexican Revolution. Mariano Azuela was one of the many men that fought on this side.

Cause of the 1910 Mexico Revolution-Wealthy landowners, business people, and foreign investors were benefited by Porfirio Diaz. However, there was discontent with the peasants in Mexico. When Francisco Madero, a liberal reformer, was thrown in jail after demanding free election, revolutionaries all across Mexico began to fight for his cause.

Pan-Africanism-Pan-Africanism began to nourish the nationalist spirit in the 1920s. It emphasized the unity of Africans and people of African descent around the world.

Mandate System (M. East)-During World War I, Arabs had helped the Allies in hopes of gaining independence. However, when the war was over, the Allies ended up carving up the Ottoman lands.  

Great Salt March-Mohandas Gandhi challenged Britain in 1930 when he set out to end the salt monopoly. Indians were forbidden to touch the salt in the sea and could only buy salt that was sold by the government. He then started a march to the sea and when he got there, he picked out a lump of salt and sold it in the streets.

May Fourth Movement-On May 4, 1919, student protests erupted in Beijing and later spread to other cities in China. These protests set off the May Fourth Movement. It’s goal was to strengthen China. 

Effect of Great Depression in Japan-The Great Depression caused trade, Japan’s economic lifeline, to suffer along with a soaring rate of unemployment.
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General strike-In 1926, a general strike, or a strike by workers in many different industries at the same time, lasted for nine days and involved three million workers.

Stream of consciousness-Writers began to experiment with stream of consciousness. Using this technique, a writer probes a character’s random thoughts and feelings without imposing any logic or order.

Flapper-The first flappers were American. Flappers rejected old ways and began bobbing their hair and wearing skirts that were far shorter than previous fashions. They went out on dates unchaperoned, they smoked, and they drank in nightclubs.

Concentration camp-Jews were sent to concentration camps, which were detention centers for civilians considered enemies of a state.

Leon Blum-Leon Blum’s Popular Front government tried to solve labor problems and passed some social legislation. But it could not satisfy more radical leftists whose strikes soon brought down Blum’s government. 

Marie Curie-Marie Curies, a Polish-born French scientist, discovered that atoms could change from one element to another. This proved that atoms were not solid and indivisible. 

Franklin D. Roosevelt-In 1932, the new President, Franklin C. Roosevelt “FDR”, argued that government had to take an active role in combating the Great Depression. He introduced the New Deal, which was a massive package of economic and social programs.

Virginia Woolf-Virginia Woolf was a British novelist that wrote To the Lighthouse and Mrs. Dalloway. She used stream of consciousness to explore hidden thoughts of people as they o through the ordinary actions of their everyday lives.  

Albert Einstein-Albert Einstein was a German-born physicist that argued that space and time measurements are not absolute. This idea raised questions about Newtonian science, which compared the universe to a machine that operated according to absolute laws.

James Joyce-James Joyce was an Irish novelist that explored the mind of a hero who remains sound asleep throughout the novel, Finnegan’s Wake. To convey freedom and playfulness of the unconscious mind, Joyce invented many words that were often 100 letters long!

Pablo Picasso-Pablo Picasso was a Spanish artist that created a revolutionary style called Cubism. He broke tree-dimensional objects into fragments and then composed them into complex patterns of angles and planes.

Joseph Pilsudski-By 1926, Joseph Pilsudski became the dictator of Poland. Eventually, right-winged dictators emerged in every Eastern European country except Czechoslovakia and Finland.

Frank Lloyd Wright-Frank Lloyd Wright was an American architect that reflected the Bauhaus belief that the function of a building should determine its form. In designing houses, he used materials and forms that fit their environment.

Kellog-Briand Pact-The Kellog-Briand Pact of 1982 was an agreement that promised to “renounce war as an instrument of national policy.” The great powers pursued disarmament.

Fascism-Fascism is a government that is rooted in extreme nationalism. It was a single-party dictatorship, the state controlled the economy, there were police spies and terrorism, there was government control of the media, it used schools and media to indoctrinate citizens, and it forced obedience to a single ruler. 

Adolph Hitler-Adolph Hitler was a German that was born in Austria in 1889. He began to develop a strong anti-Semitism feeling. He was the leader of the Nazis.

Totalitarian rule-Mussolini built the first totalitarian state. It was a single-party dictatorship, the state controlled the economy, there were police spies and terrorism, there was government control of the media, it used schools and media to indoctrinate citizens, and it forced obedience to a single ruler.

Mein Kampf-Mein Kampf is the “holy book” of Nazi goals that Hitler wrote while in prison. It reflected Hitler’s obsessions, which were extreme nationalism, racism, and anti-Semitism.

Campaign against the Jews-he campaign against the Jews was Hitler’s plan to drive the Jews out of Germany. He started by weakening them by places restrictions on them.  

Great Depression-The Great Depression was the result of the stock market crash in the 1930s. The crash created financial turmoil for the industrial world.

Mussolini-Mussolini was the leader of Italy that was the first to adopt a fascist government. He governed Italy by totalitarian rule.

Weimar Republic-After World War I, the German Republic adopted the democratic government that was known as the Weimar Republic. This system never worked and soon after it fell, Adolf Hitler rose to power.

Kristallnacht-Kristallnacht, or “Night of the Broken Glass,” was when Germans would invade the houses and stores of Jews, destroying everything in sight, and then blaming it on the Jews.

List causes of Great Depression-The Great Depression hit right after World War I, when countries were starting to fix their economies.
