VANITY:

TO CHANGE ICE CREAM SUNDAE INTO VANITY:
1.Remove ice cream from the sundae dish.

The ice cream top now becomes a
dressing table and mirror.

2.Open the sundae dish doors to reveal the
vanity.

BATTERY INSTALLATION
This game is powered by two (2) AAA (LR03) batteries.

• Using a screwdriver, loosen the screw until the battery compartment
door can be removed. 

• Insert two (2) AAA (LR03) batteries (we recommend alkaline) as indicat-
ed inside the battery compartment.

• Replace the battery compartment door and tighten the screw with a
screwdriver. Do not over-tighten.

ADULT SUPERVISION IS RECOMMENDED WHEN CHANGING 
BATTERIES.

should be kept away from small children who might still put things
in their mouths.
