Literature Circle Discussion Board – Week Seven Posting Instructions


Be certain to fully explain your opinion. My expectation is that responses be two or more paragraphs (of 5-7 sentences each).

Posting #1: Create three higher order thinking questions related to your novel/book. Post your questions leaving a space in between each question for clarity.

Postings #2 and 3: Look at other people’s questions from the novel you are reading (or have read). Pick two questions to answer completely in complete sentences using examples from the novel/book for support. [If no one else has posted for the novel/book you are reading, choose your own questions to answer completely in complete sentences using examples from the novel/book for support.] (The answers to these questions may be only one paragraph as long as you follow all parts of the directions.)

Posting #4: What are some of the big issues that seem to be important in the novel? Make some predictions about how you think the author/novel will address these issues. Be sure to fully explain your predictions with specifics from the novel/book that led to these predictions.

Posting #5: Describe and fully explain two connections you can make with your novel/book. These can be text-text, text-self, or text-world connections.

Posting #6-7: Read and respond to what at least two others have written. Do you agree with their opinions? Disagree? Do you have anything to add to what they have stated? Can you ask this person a question to further the discussion?
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
