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Night Project and Paper

Directions: Over the past few weeks, we have discussed both the Holocaust and the novel Night in-depth. This project is designed to make you (a.) reflect on the readings and activities and (b.) flex your creative muscles a bit. You will be expected to write a 3 to 5 page reflection paper and present a creative project, both of which will demonstrate your understanding of the Holocaust and Night.

Creative Project

This project is designed to let you express your creative talents.

1) A web page that explains Holocaust Remembrance Day asks the question, “How is it observed?” The page explains, “Since Yom Hashoah is a relatively new holiday, there are no set rules or rituals. What kind of ritual could represent the Holocaust?” Your job is to write a proposal for a Holocaust Remembrance Day event (or series of events) at Springfield High School, a local community center, or a similar forum. What kind of event(s) will you plan? How long will the event(s) last? What activities will take place? Your proposal should include the following parts: Introduction & Background, Objectives for the Remembrance Day events, Implementation, and Costs. (*I would recommend creating a power point presentation for this project, but you can use any reasonable medium you like*)

2) Compose a musical score that reflects Holocaust themes or particular sections from Night. The composer performs the score (or brings in a video or recording of the song to play) and explains how the structure and movement of the piece creates mood and meaning of the theme or sections.

3) You have been commissioned by the U.S. Holocaust Committee to design a monument to represent the Holocaust. The Holocaust must be represented in true symbols; which means no words or direct images (signs) of the Holocaust can be used. Your creation may take the form of a poster (on poster board-size paper) or of a three dimensional sculpture (mobile, sculpture, architectural design). The monument may contain more than one visual symbol. Upon completion, you must explain to the committee (your class) the meaning of your symbols and what you were attempting to convey.

4) Create a work of art (such as a painting) expressing the emotions and themes of the Holocaust or particular sections from Night. The artist must explain how the artwork portrays the mood and meaning of the theme or section. If you choose to do a drawing/ painting, it may not be drawn on notebook paper, copy/ printer paper, or poster board. You may only use these forms of paper, if your artwork idea requires it and your idea has been approved by the teacher.

5) Write an allegorical children’s story on the Holocaust, or on the theme of prejudice. Be sure to illustrate the text as well. This must be between 10 and 12 pages in length.

6) Create a symbolic story in a comic book format that deals with issues and themes of the Holocaust or Night. This must be between 8 and 10 pages.

7) If you have another idea for a Holocaust project, such as a film or a photography project, you must clear your idea with Mr. Henry first.

Reflection Paper

The second part of the project is a paper designed to have you tie together everything we have discussed concerning the Holocaust and Night. You may use your notes, handouts, readings, and other approved resources (see the online reference sheet attached) to compose your paper.

Paper Topic: Using the novel Night and other supplemental materials about the Holocaust, answer the following questions below.

· What have you learned about the Holocaust that you did not know before reading Night and other readings? Was there anything you wanted to learn about that was not covered in class?

· What fact, reading selection or image surprised you the most? Why?

· What readings or images influenced you/your group, when designing the creative portion of this assignment? Why?

· Explain the process of making the creative portion of this assignment in detail.

· How do you feel about the end result of your creative project? 

The paper must be between 3 to 5 pages, typed, double spaced, 12-point font, 1 inch margin and written in Times New Roman font. Additionally the paper must be in MLA format, an example of which is provided on the following page.
