Visual Journal Requirements

Purpose: The visual journal is an opportunity for students to apply the rhetorical concepts/strategies learned in class to visual images encountered in daily life.

Requirements:

· Find visual images from daily life (advertisements, artwork, magazine covers, brochures, catalogs, calendars, etc) that illustrate concepts/strategies learned in class

· The images are pasted in the visual journal on the left hand page

· A brief explanation (3-7 sentences) of how the images illustrate the concepts/strategies is written on the right hand facing page

· Each time the journal is collected, the student is responsible for having added two images/explanations

· The concepts/strategies illustrated should vary throughout the journal. While some concepts may be repeated, the overall journal should demonstrate a wide-range of concepts/strategies

EXAMPLE:



The advertisement pictured to the left illustrates the concept of juxtaposition. By placing the image of the hand holding the gas pump on top of the soldier carrying the machine gun, the advertisers drive home their point that the conflict in Iraq is largely over oil/gasoline. The juxtaposition of the two images is so effective that the text portion of the advertisement simply reads, “WE GET TO THE POINT.” The advertisement is for a news organization trying to promote their honesty and frankness when talking about current events.
