1. Profuse (adjective) flowing freely; generous; excessive

Sentence: Runners often experience profuse sweating during a marathon.

2. Expedient (adjective) useful for affecting a desired result

Sentence: It is expedient to complete your homework every night

3. Fastidious (adjective) not easy to please; overly critical

Sentence: The doctor was fastidious with his procedures in preparing for surgery.

4. Prosaic (adjective) uninspired: dull: banal

Sentence: The college professor was prosaic.  He must have given this lecture fifty times.

5. Philanthropy (noun) a desire to help mankind

Sentence: Many organizations benefited from the wealthy man’s philanthropy.

6. Languid (adjective) slow; tired; drooping; weak

Sentence: The illness made him feel languid.

7. Astute (adjective) perceptive: clever

Sentence: You had better hire an astute business person.

8. Authentic (adjective) real; genuine

9. Brevity (noun) briefness

Sentence: The brevity of life should make us live each day to the fullest.

Sentence: His account of the robbery was hysterical and incoherent.

Sentence: Her behavior was reprehensible.

14. Augment (verb) to add; to increase; to make bigger
