1. Deride (verb) to ridicule; to make fun of

2. Acclaim (noun) praise; applause; admiration

Sentence: The writer got a lot of acclaim.

3. Lethargic (adjective) tired; languid; weak

4. Fanatic (noun) one who is very devoted to a cause or an idea

Sentence: The fanatic organized a protest against the actions of the administration.

5. Novel (adjective) new; unusual
