1. Gravity (noun) seriousness

Sentence: When I talk to my father, I can feel the gravity in his voice.

2. Banal (adjective) common; dull; ordinary

Sentence: The houses in the neighborhood are all banal.  They all look alike.

3. Depravity (noun) moral corruption

Sentence: You can tell by the way that man looks that he suffers from depravity.

4. Temper (verb) to moderate; to soften

Sentence: I must temper the things I do because if I don’t then things will get out of hand.

5. Censure (verb) to blame; to criticize

Sentence: My mom always censures my father for his opinions.

6. Extol (verb) to praise

Sentence: Within my religion, I extol God.

7. Indulgent (adjective) pampering oneself; satisfying one’s own desires

Sentence: Recently, I have been treating myself like royalty; I have become indulgent.

8. Erratic  (adjective) irregular; without direction

Sentence: I am an erratic driver.  I end up where ever the road takes me.

9. Insipid (adjective) bland; boring; tasteless

Sentence: The meal that the family prepared for us was insipid.

10. Euphony (noun) pleasant sound

Sentence: The euphony of the piano soothes my ears.

11. Antagonism (noun) opposition; hostility; resistance

Sentence: The antagonism that my family has felt since we moved here is almost unbearable.

12. Arbitrary (adjective) subject to individual judgment

Sentence: I made an arbitrary decision to shave my head.

13. Austere (adjective) severe; without frills

Sentence: Monk’s live an austere life.

14. Expedite (verb) to make faster or easier

Sentence: E-mail has expedited the process of sending information to people.
