1. Compromise (verb) to settle by concession or surrender

Sentence: Let’s compromise and each pay half of the damages.

2. Condescend (verb) to talk down to

Sentence: Don’t condescend me!

3. Fallacious (adjective) false; untrue

Sentence: We had fallacious expectations for the all-expenses paid trip to Cancun.

4. Intangible (adjective) abstract; not capable of being touched or felt

Sentence: The soul is intangible.

5. Arrogant (adjective) acting superior to others; snotty

Sentence: The boss’s son was arrogant to al the employees.

6. Compatible (adjective) able to coexist; harmonious

Sentence: The two sisters couldn’t live together because they were not compatible.

7. Dubious (adjective) doubtful

Sentence: I had a dubious look on my face because I wasn’t sure that he would be able to help.

8. Solicit (noun) to ask for; to seek

Sentence: Students will solicit the acting teacher’s help in producing the school play.

9. Elusive (adjective) tough to catch; hard to pin down

Sentence: Antelopes are among the most elusive animals to hunt.

10. Facilitate (noun) to make easier; to help

Sentence: An addressing machine facilitates the handling of bulk mail.

11. Static (adjective) stationary; not moving

Sentence: Activities in the classroom seemed static; and the students longed for change.

12. Ironic  (adjective) satiric; unexpected

Sentence: It’s ironic that so many pacifists have died violent deaths.

13. Irrational  (adjective) unreasonable; unpredictable

Sentence: Both your fears and behavior are irrational.

14. Dogmatic (adjective) stubbornly opinionated

Sentence: The teacher was so dogmatic you couldn’t tell her anything.

15. Exemplary (adjective) outstanding; setting a great example

Sentence: The exemplary student got an “A” on every paper.
