Vocabulary Illustrations (Vocabulary Homework)

Directions: Each week, students are assigned one word from the weekly vocabulary list. Students are given 8 ½ x 11 sheets of paper with their words printed at the top. Students are to create or find pictures that visually illustrate the meanings of the words. These illustrations will be used throughout the week to review the definitions in preparation for the weekly quiz.

FURTHER REQUIREMENTS:

· Illustrations should convey the meaning of the word without additional text (i.e. other words). The point of the illustration is to help people remember the word based solely on the visual. Consult with Mr. Henry before including additional text.

· Cartoons rarely make good illustrations because they are often too hard to see from the back of the room and they generally rely on a caption (i.e. other words) to make the meaning clear.

· All illustrations must be large enough and bold enough to be seen from the back of the classroom.

· In order for them to be considered “on time,” illustrations must be completed on the due date before the late bell rings at the start of the period.  NO exceptions.

· Late illustrations will be accepted until 3 p.m. on the Thursday of each week.

· All illustrations must be school appropriate. (If you are not certain, speak to Mr. Henry before submitting.)  Inappropriate illustrations receive a zero grade and possible disciplinary consequences.

· All original illustrations must be created with dark colored pencils or markers. Number 2 pencil drawings and pen drawings are not acceptable.

· Illustrations completed during the class period will not be accepted.
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
