1. Instigate (verb) to start trouble

Sentence: The bully in the classroom always wanted to instigate trouble.

2. Heed (verb) to obey 

Sentence:  Children should heed their parents.

3. Virtuoso: (noun) an accomplished musician

Sentence: Beethoven was a virtuoso. Some say Eminem is also a virtuoso.

4. Predecessor (noun) the person who came before

Sentence: Clinton was Bush’s predecessor.

5. Deplete (verb) to use up; to reduce

Sentence: This country must not deplete our natural resources.

6. Compliant (adjective) submissive; obedient

Sentence: The dog was compliant to its master.

7. Inadvertent (adjective) accidental; unintentional

Sentence: The student made an inadvertent remark about the teacher.  Luckily, the teacher did not hear.

8. Acquiesce (verb) to agree finally, to go along with something
