1. Endorse (verb) to approve of; to give support to

Sentence: Many sports stars endorse products.

2. Conspicuous (adjective) easily seen; out in the open

Sentence: The student was very conspicuous in his cheating.

3. Negligence (noun) careless; neglect; indifference

Sentence: Because of the student’s negligence, his work was very sloppy.

4. Ephemeral (adjective) short lived; fleeting; transitory

Sentence: Her dreams were ephemeral.

5. Relegate (verb) to dismiss; to an inferior position

Sentence: The superintendent relegates her authority to the principal.

6. Futile (adjective) hopeless; worthless

Sentence: Because she lost the race, she felt her training was futile.

7. Condone (verb) to forgive; to overlook

Sentence: The teacher will not condone disruptive behavior in class.

8. Tranquility (noun) calmness

Sentence: When I go to the beach I have a feeling of complete tranquility.

9. Dissent (noun) disagreement

Sentence: Al Gore shook his head in dissent as he listened to Bush’s speech.

10. Conciliate (verb) to soothe; to end a dispute; to reconcile

Sentence: The two friends attempted to conciliate by shaking hands.

11. Incessant (adjective) unceasing; never ending

Sentence: The students’ incessant talking upset the teacher.

12. Disparity (noun) inequality; difference

Sentence: The children argued about the disparity in the pieces of cake they received.

13. Disparage (verb) to speak badly of

Sentence: Candidates often disparage their opponents in political campaigns.

14. Conventional (adjective) ordinary; customary; normal; traditional

Sentence: It is conventional for children to war costumes on Halloween.

15. Rigor (noun) harshness or severity

Sentence: My father gave me a look of rigor when I told him I crashed the car.
