1. Apathy (noun) lack of emotion or interest

3. Fervent (adjective) passionate

4. Vagrant (noun) a wandering homeless person; a tramp

5. Undermine (verb) to weaken; to wear away the foundation of.

6. Indifferent (adjective) not caring one way or the other; lacking a preference; neutral

7. Avarice (noun) greed

8. Objective (adjective) without bias

9. Revere (verb) to worship; to honor

11. Embellish (verb) to add details; to exaggerate
