1. Candid (adjective) honest; frank

Sentence: RJ knew his teacher wanted a candid response about the incident, so RJ told her the truth.

2. Impartial (adjective) unbiased; neutral 

Sentence: Judges should always be impartial when listening to lawyers’ arguments.

3. Discern (verb) to distinguish one thing from another

Sentence: Since I am color blind, I cannot discern between blue and red.

4. Vulnerable (adjective) capable of being harmed

Sentence: After my apartment got broken into, I felt extremely vulnerable.

5. Nostalgic (adjective) yearning for the good old days

Sentence: Since my father is so nostalgic, he likes to tell stories about me as a child.

6. Eccentric (adjective) odd; unusual; quirky

Sentence: Tom Wolfe enjoys being an eccentric dresser.  I would never think to put those items together.

7. Disdain (noun) contempt; intense dislike

Sentence: Mary continues to hold some disdain toward her college roommate who stole money from her.

8. Abstract (adjective) theoretical: lacking substance

Sentence: Please avoid writing an abstract book review.  Include multiple examples to support your points.

9. Valid (adjective) founded on fact or evidence

Sentence: You have a valid point.  I should reconsider my opinion.

10. Subtle (adjective) not obvious: hard to spot

Sentence: The student tried to be subtle about cheating, but the teacher saw the notes printed on his shoe.

11. Enigma (noun) mystery

Sentence: Since nobody can prove that it exists, the Bermuda Triangle continues to remain an enigma.

12. Inevitable (adjective) unavoidable; bound to happen

Sentence: Because Mike did not hand in any work this semester, his failure was inevitable.

13. Inferred (adjective) derived by reasoning; implied; as a conclusion

Sentence: The inferred meaning was that she should go home.

14. Diverse (adjective) varied

Sentence: People from a variety of races and ethnic groups live in the diverse city of Philadelphia.

15. Articulate (adjective) speaking well

Sentence: The articulate speaker made the lecture very clear and understandable.
