1. dowager (noun): 
a. A widow who holds a title or property derived from her deceased husband. 

b. An elderly woman of high social station.

2. distemper (noun): a deranged condition of mind or body; a disorder or disease: a feverish distemper.

3. panoply (noun): a wide-ranging and impressive array or display: the dazzling panoply of the maharaja's procession; the panoply of European history.
4. inscrutable (adjective): incapable of being investigated, analyzed, or scrutinized; impenetrable.

5. sonorous (adjective): giving out or capable of giving out a sound, esp. a deep, resonant sound, as a thing or place: a sonorous cavern.
6. languish (verb): to be or become weak or feeble; droop; fade.

7. mollify (adjective): to soften in feeling or temper, as a person; pacify; appease.

8. concord (noun): agreement between persons, groups, nations, etc.; concurrence in attitudes, feelings, etc.; unanimity; accord: There was complete concord among the delegates.
9. gilded (adjective): having a pleasing or showy appearance that conceals something of little worth.

10. indomitable (adjective):  that cannot be subdued or overcome, as persons, will, or courage; unconquerable: an indomitable warrior.
11. languor (noun): lack of energy or vitality; sluggishness.

12. renunciation (noun): an act or instance of relinquishing, abandoning, repudiating, or sacrificing something, as a right, title, person, or ambition: the king's renunciation of the throne.
13. philanthropy (noun): altruistic concern for human welfare and advancement, usually manifested by donations of money, property, or work to needy persons, by endowment of institutions of learning and hospitals, and by generosity to other socially useful purposes.

14. slacken (verb): to make or become less active, vigorous, intense, etc.

15. perambulator (noun) baby carriage

16. benignant (adjective): kind, esp. to inferiors; gracious: a benignant sovereign.
17. malignant (adjective): disposed to cause harm, suffering, or distress deliberately; feeling or showing ill will or hatred.

18. brandish (verb): to shake or wave, as a weapon; flourish: Brandishing his sword, he rode into battle.
19. obsequious (adjective): characterized by or showing servile complaisance or deference; fawning: an obsequious bow.
20. pallor (noun): unusual or extreme paleness, as from fear, ill health, or death; wanness.
