1. forced submission to control by others  

2. the act of subjugating by cruelty; "the tyrant's oppression of the people" [syn: oppression]  

3. the act of conquering [syn: conquest]

4. trajectory (noun): the curve described by a projectile, rocket, or the like in its flight.

5. dubious (adjective): 
1. doubtful; marked by or occasioning doubt: a dubious reply.  

2. of doubtful quality or propriety; questionable: a dubious compliment; a dubious transaction. 
6. brazen (adjective): shameless or impudent: brazen presumption.

7. lamentable (adjective): that is to be lamented; regrettable; unfortunate: a lamentable decision.

8. anathema (noun): a person or thing detested or loathed: That subject is anathema to him.

9. coquette (noun): a woman who flirts lightheartedly with men to win their admiration and affection; flirt.

10. pugnacity (noun): a natural disposition to be hostile

11. aberrant (adjective): departing from the right, normal, or usual course.

13. indifferent (adjective): without interest or concern; not caring; apathetic: his indifferent attitude toward the 

suffering of others.

14. autonomous (adjective): having autonomy; not subject to control from outside; independent: a subsidiary 

that functioned as an autonomous unit.

15. proliferate (verb): to increase in number or spread rapidly and often excessively.

16. rhapsodize (verb): to talk with extravagant enthusiasm.

17. replete (adjective): abundantly supplied or provided; filled (usually fol. by with): a speech replete with 

sentimentality.

18. decorum (noun): dignified propriety of behavior, speech, dress, etc.

19. bohemian (noun): (usually lowercase) a person, as an artist or writer, who lives and acts free of regard for 

conventional rules and practices.
