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Homework Information


I try to keep homework very consistent from week to week.  There is a homework page on the Room 6 website where you can download the language arts assignments and see the nightly assignments.  


Reading – students are expected to read for at least 30 minutes each night.  Science and Social Studies readings can be included in this time.  Students will also be expected to keep a reading journal for reading projects.  More information will be sent home on this.


Language Arts homework assignments are sent home on Monday and due on Friday.  If the paper gets lost, it can be downloaded from the website.  The students can also download a copy at school if you don’t have access to the internet at home.  There is an example for the first week on the web page.


Science and Social Studies homework…The homework will usually be a reading assignment with a worksheet to respond to.


Projects – We will be working on many projects this year.  Class time, as well as home time, will be required for these.  Examples are the science fair project; social studies will have independent, as well as group projects.  An example of the reading project information is also on the web page.


I always try to send home work that the students can do independently.  I need your support to provide the space and time for this very important practice.


Homework should usually take about 60 minutes, including the 30 minutes of reading.  I really do not want it to take longer than this.  Please let me know if it is taking longer to complete.  There will be math homework EVERY night (Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday, and Thursday).  A missing work report will be emailed every week.  I encourage you to check the grade book for grades, homework assignments, and missing class work on Homelink.
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Welcome to fourth grade and Room 6.  I am so excited about our new year together.  Fourth grade is such a transition grade; I enjoy teaching it so much.


One of the biggest differences for the students, and parents, is the number of students in the class.  At this time, we have 29 students enrolled.  It is probable that we will have up to 32 students in our class.  Having more students in the class puts more responsibility on each student, especially to take home papers to communicate with you.  I will be sending home my Academic and Discipline policies on the first day of school.  I will be answering any questions about it on Back to School Night.


I am looking forward to meeting all the students on our first day of school, and all the parents at Back to School night.
