TRUST IN ALLAH

"Say (unto them, O Muhammad): Who provides for you from the sky and the earth, or Who owns hearing and sight; and Who brings forth the living from the dead and bringeth forth the dead from the living; and Who directs the course? They will say: Allah. Then say: Will you not then keep your duty (unto Him) ?" (10.31)
"And whosoever puts his trust in Allah, then He will suffice him". (65:3)

Sayyiduna Umar (Allah be pleased with him) said, "I heard the Messenger of Allah (Allah bless him & give him peace)  say, “If you relied on Allah as He should be relied on, He would provide for you as He provides for birds. They go out hungry in the early morning, and return full in the evening." [Tirmidhi] 

The scholars note that birds do not merely place their trust in Allah: they go out early, and take all means to fulfil their goal.
ANGER

"...who repress anger, and who pardon men; verily, Allah loves Al-Muhsinun (the good-doers).'' (3:134)

The strong is not the one who overcomes the people by his strength, but the strong is the one who controls himself while in anger

KINDNESS

“It is because of Mercy of God that you have been so lenient with them.  If you had been harsh and cruel-hearted, they would have dispersed from around you.  Pardon them, seek forgiveness for them, and consult them on the matter” (3:159)
Aishah (May Allah be pleased with her) reported: The Prophet (peace be upon him) said, "Whenever kindness is added to something, it adorns it; and whenever it is withdrawn from something, it leaves it defective.''
[Muslim].

Jarir bin `Abdullah (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: Messenger of Allah (PBUH) said, "He who is deprived of kindness and gentleness is, in fact, deprived of all good.''
[Muslim].

TENDERNESS

"The good deed and the evil deed cannot be equal. Repel (the evil) with one which is better (i.e., Allah orders the faithful believers to be patient at the time of anger, and to excuse those who treat them badly) then verily he, between whom and you there was enmity, (will become) as though he was a close friend.” (41:34,35)

Ibn Masud (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him) said, "Shall I not tell you whom the (Hell) Fire is forbidden to touch? It is forbidden to touch a man who is always accessible, having polite and tender nature.''
[At-Tirmidhi].

Anas (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: The Prophet (PBUH) said, "Make things easy and do not make them difficult, cheer the people up by conveying glad tidings to them and do not repulse (them).''
[Al-Bukhari and Muslim].

ENJOINING GOOD, FORBIDDING EVIL

Let there arise out of you a group of people inviting to all that is good, enjoining Al-Ma’ruf (good) and forbidding Al-Munkar (evil). And it is they who are the successful.'' (3:104)

Abu Sa’id Al-Khudri (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him) said, "Whoever amongst you sees an evil, he must change it with his hand; if he is  unable to do so, then with his tongue; and if he is unable to do so, then with his heart; and that is the weakest form of Faith".
[Muslim].

NEIGHBOURS

"Worship Allah and join none with Him (in worship); and do good to parents, kinsfolk, orphans, the poor, the neighbour who is near of kin, the neighbour who is a stranger, the companion by your side, the wayfarer, and those (slaves) whom your right hands possess.'' (4:36)

Abu Shuraih Al-Khuzai (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: The Prophet (PBUH) said, "He who believes in Allah and the Last Day, let him be kind to his neighbour; and he who believes in Allah and the Last Day, let him show hospitality to his guest; and he who believes in Allah and the Last Day, let him either speak good or remain silent".

Ibn Umar and Aishah (May Allah be pleased with them) reported: The Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him) said, The angel Jibrael kept commending my neighbour to me until I thought he was to be my designated heir.

PARENTS

"And your Lord has decreed that you worship none but Him. And that you be dutiful to your parents. If one of them or both of them attain old age in your life, say not to them a word of disrespect, nor shout at them but address them in terms of honour. And lower unto them the wing of submission and humility through mercy, and say: My Lord! Bestow on them Your Mercy as they did bring me up when I was young". (17:23,24)

Abu Hurairah (May Allah be pleased with him) reported: A person came to Messenger of Allah (peace be upon him) and asked, "Who among people is most deserving of my fine treatment?'' He (peace be upon him) said, "Your mother". He again asked, Who next?'' "Your mother", the Prophet (peace be upon him) replied again. He asked, "Who next?'' He (the Prophet (peace be upon him)) said again, "Your mother.'' He again asked, "Then who?'' Thereupon he (peace be upon him) said,'' Then your father.''

JUSTICE

“O ye who believe! stand out firmly for justice, as witnesses to Allah, even as against yourselves, or your parents, or your kin, and whether it be (against) rich or poor: for Allah can best protect both. Follow not the lusts (of your hearts), lest ye swerve, and if ye distort (justice) or decline to do justice, verily Allah is well-acquainted with all that ye do.” (An-Nisa’: 135)
“O ye who believe! stand out firmly for Allah, as witnesses to fair dealing, and let not the hatred of others to you make you swerve to wrong and depart from justice. Be just: that is next to Piety: and fear Allah. For Allah is well-acquainted with all that ye do.” (Al-Ma’idah: 8)

"People beware of injustice, for injustice will be darkness in the Day of Judgement."

[Sahih al-Bukari, Ahmad]

ACQUAINTANCE 

"O Mankind: We have created you from a single (pair) of a male and a female, and made you into nations and tribes, that you may know each other (not that you may despise each other)."

This is also a call to become acquainted with one another. Acquaintance leads to familiarity and to interaction, to trust, peace and prosperity.
Despite our different languages and customs, we are asked to co-exist in mutual respect and with tolerance for one another

HUMILITY

“Do not sneer down your check at other men nor walk brashly around the earth: God does not love any swaggering boaster”

(31: 18)

"…and no one will exercise humility for Allah's sake, except that Allah will raise him up".  [Muslim]

"Whoever possesses an atom's weight of 'kibr' will not enter into the paradise".  [Muslim]
