Will of James McGuire deceased.

In the name of God Amen.  I, James McGuire, of the County of Jefferson and the State of Iowa being of sound mind and memory and considering the uncertainty of this life do therefore make ordain publish and declare this to be my last will and testament that is to say, First, after all my lawful and just debts are paid and discharged the residue of my estate real and personal, I give and bequeath as follows to wit:  To my beloved wife Margaret, the one third of my home farm on which I now reside including my residence buildings &c.  during her lifetime.  And after her death to be divided equally among my three sons Charles, James Martin, and John Brice.  I also leave to my wife my wagon and three head of horses and one third the balance of the stock.  The remainder of the stock to be equally divided between my three daughters Sarah Jane, Martha Jane and Mary Ellen or the proceeds thereof.  Also all moneys on hand or due me at my death together with my household and kitchen furniture.  Farming utensils &cc to the disposal of my wife as she may see fit.
