Use Case Detail: Order Course

Purpose:  The purpose of the Order Course use case is for the customer to select the course or course that they are interested in. The system will provide information relating to the course which may include it availability, cost, and materials.
Preconditions: The Order Course use case begins once customer enters website and begins their search for courses. 

Interaction Scenario: 

	1. Customer searches for course.

2. Customer selects course they are interested into.

3. Customer views Course details.

4a. Customer decides to buy: Customer proceeds to payment.

2.1 System determines the course availability plus calculates total.

3. System displays course details.

4a.1 System sets up payment order.




Alternative Scenarios: When selecting courses, the customer has an option of selecting more than one course. The customer will then repeat the process of searching for a course. The customer can decide to cancel ordering a course or courses. The system will then remove the order.

Post conditions: Customer can, but is not require to, continue to the Order Course Materials. Customer must continue to Payment.

Other Requirements: When the system is determining course availability, customer continues to the Online or Traditional Course Use Case. When the system display course details it also shows Course materials that are related to that course which extends to the Order Course Materials Use Case.
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
