
Maximum & Minimum Values

eg. 1
Some people take vitamin C tablets.  After a person takes a tablet, the concentration of vitamin C in the person’s system rises rapidly and then drops off.  The concentration of vitamin C in a 500 mg tablet is given by:

f(t) = 190t × (0.65)t  


where f(t) is the concentration in parts per 
million and t is the number of hours after the 
tablet is taken.  When is the concentration of 
vitamin C at its maximum.
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
