SendMail

1. Introduction 

Send Mail is a SMTP/POP3 Email client application that simplifies the process of sending mails to different addresses with specialized subject to each mail address.  For example same greeting mail can be sent to many people with the persons name in the subject. It shows as if the mail is sent specially for him/her. This tool needs a SMTP/POP3 mail account through which the mails will be sent to the destinations. This is built on top of JavaMail API and Sun’s reference implementation of JavaMail. This tool is tested for Yahoo mail accounts provided by Yahoo a leading free mail account provider. It also offers  free SMTP/POP3 access to the respective mail accounts of Yahoo. 

2. Installation Procedure

2.1 Using Sources : 

1. Download SendMail_Source.zip and extract it to some folder.

2. Download JavaMail reference implementation and Java Beans Activation Framework software from Sun Microsystems web site http://java.sun.com/products/javamail/index.html and http://java.sun.com/products/javabeans/glasgow/jaf.html respectively.

3. In CompileSendMail.bat replace <JDK_HomeDir> with the directory path where JDK is installed. 

4. In CompileSendMail.bat replace <JavaMailJarPath> with directory path where  JavaMail jars exist. Similarly replace <JavaBeanActivationFrameworkJarPath> with directory path where  JavaBean Activation Framework jar exist.

5. Run CompileSendMail.bat to compile the SendMail files.

6. In RunSendMail.bat replace <JDK_HomeDir> with the directory path where JDK is installed. 

7. In RunSendMail.bat replace <JavaMailJarPath> with directory path where  JavaMail jars exist. Similarly replace <JavaBeanActivationFrameworkJarPath> with directory path where  JavaBean Activation Framework jar exist.

8. Run RunSendMail.bat to run the SendMail application.

2.2 Using Compiled Classes : 

1. Download SendMail_Classes.zip and extract it to some folder.

2. In RunSendMail.bat replace <JDK_HomeDir> with the directory path where JDK is installed. 

3. Run RunSendMail.bat to run the SendMail application.

3. Installation Procedure

SendMail is for sending the same mail content including the attachments with different subject to different mail addresses. 
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In this application provide the SMTP/POP3 server information to login into it and then send the emails to different addresses. Also provide the email content information like attachments, email body etc. All the fields are mandatory except those marked with “*”. In the bottom log about the operations will be written sequentially. Here is the description of each field.

· Full Mail Id : This represents the email id which is marked as the sender in the emails. Also this is used for logging into the SMTP/POP3 email server. Hence this should belong to the SMTP/POP3 server that will be used for sending the emails.

· Username : This is the user name or login id of the email account. It is used for logging into the SMTP/POP3 server that will be used for sending the emails.

· Password : This is the password of the email account. It is used for logging into the SMTP/POP3 server that will be used for sending the emails.

· SMTP Server : This is the URL of the SMTP server that will be used for sending the mails.

· POP3 Server : This is the URL of the POP3 server that will be used for sending the mails.

· Send a copy to my mailbox : If this is checked then a copy of every mail will be sent to the email address given in “Full Mail Id” field. 

· Default Mail subject : For any email address if a subject is not specified then the email will be sent with this fields data as the subject.

· Mail Content File : This is a text file name which has the body of the mail. The content of the file will be put as the content of the mail to send it. 

· File With To & Subject : This file will have the destination e-mail addresses and the corresponding subjects. Those addresses will be extracted and emails will be sent with corresponding subject. The text file should follow the format as below

If subject field is not entered then it will end the mail with the default subject. 

· Attachment File #1/#2/#3 : These fields are to give the attachment files for the files. These are the optional fields.

· Delay In Sec :  This is the number of seconds of time gap between sending each mail. 

· Send :  This button triggers sending the mails.  When sending a particular mail fails then it posts the failure message into the list box at the bottom(that shows status) and then retries to send it. Similarly if it is able to send the mail successfully then it posts the success message into the list box at the bottom(that shows status).
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Scope For Further Improvement : 

1. This application is optimized for Internet mails. It may need customization to use with a specific mail server. 

2. GUI may be improved for refreshing, as this is not prioritized to make the changes at this point of time. 

3. Performance of this tool purely depends on the robustness of the POP3 server.

4. A configuration file can be used to load the default setting like POP3 settings etc.

5. Number of retries for sending a mail can be determined by using a configuration file.
