Early registrations and goodie bags will be available on Thursday 13th March from 7.30 p.m. at the Stadium Bar in Commerce St, (between Fort St and Customs St) in downtown Auckland. We should be able to provide you with a few drinks after registration.

At registration, we will give you a wrist band as identification. Please wear it at all events.

You will also receive a registration number for the Red Dress/Round the Bays Run. Attach it to the front of your Red Dress for the event. Do not forget!!
Friday 14th March

Registrations will reopen at 9.00 a.m. at the same venue and the buses will depart at 10.00a.m. The more hashers that register on Thursday, the easier it will be to get away on time on Friday.

Ensure that your bag is easily identifiable from the other 130 bags  
We do not have space to transport your suitcases, packs etc. Please arrange to leave them at your hotel until your return on Saturday.

All meals will be provided from 10.00 a.m. Friday until the return to Auckland after the Hot Pools on Saturday night.

Beer, wine, softies and water will be provided on the buses and at all venues.

Bring some money as there may be an opportunity for tourist shopping at the Matakohe Kauri Museum. (Check the website at www.kauri-museum.com )

10.00 a.m. – Buses depart for Whangarei

At approx 11.00a.m. the buses will arrive at the Puhoi Hotel for a quick drink in this 19th century pub and museum. Lunch boxes will be handed out as we leave Puhoi.
Continuing north we will travel for about another hour to the Wellsford Hotel 

1.45 p.m. Brynderwyn Lookout – Afternoon tea

3.15 p.m.  Arrival in Whangarei –Drop off at the Grand Hotel and Motels.

4.00p.m. Buses travel from the Kensington and Continental Motels to the run start at the Town Basin. Hashers staying at Motel Six and the Grand Hotel can walk to the start. Bring your bag with warm clothing etc for the evening. Bags will be taken to the On On venue by our hosts, Whangarei H3.
4.30 p.m. The run, will be an A – B trail starting at the Town Basin and after a short section through the city will head for the bush. There will be a shortcut for the lame, lazy and elderly, but it will bypass an interesting scenic part of the trail. 

Saturday 15th March

8.00 a.m. Buses will pick up from the Motels and transport us to breakfast, to be served at 8.30 in the Northern Club in Porowini St. Hashers staying at the Grand Hotel will walk around the corner to the Northern Club. Buses will leave from the club for the Matakohe Kauri Museum immediately after breakfast. Bring bags to the Northern Club.
10.00 a.m. Buses depart for the Matakohe Kauri Museum. 

We will be at Matakohe for two and a half hours which will include a lunch break.

After the museum, we have a 90 minute ride  to the Kaukapakapa Pub for a quick beer and will then head to a Maori Marae  for a formal welcome ceremony and short cultural display. This is the one occasion on the Preamble when alcohol is not acceptable, but the experience should be worth one hour of abstinence. We then travel 30 minutes south to the Woodhill Forest for an afternoon run. This will be an A – B run for hashers (approx 60 minutes) and an A-A stroll for wimps/ walkers, through the Pine forest and beach.
Following a few more drinks, we have a 25 minute bus ride to the Parakai Hot Pools for dinner, drinks and a circle.

The first bus will return to Auckland City (60 minute trip) after 8.30 p.m. (when full). The other will leave at a time to be announced on the night. 

The bus drop-off point will be at the Britomart Transport centre, Queen Elizabeth Square, at the bottom of Queen St in Downtown Auckland. Make your own way to your accommodation.
Sunday 16th March
Round The Bays Fun Run /Red Dress Run
This is an 8.4 km public run with about 70,000 participants

Meet outside the Ferry Building on Quay St. See attached Round The Bays.pdf. The Auckland hash trailer will be loaded with several kegs of cold beer to lubricate you for the run.
We will be joined by another 80, mainly Local hashers, for the Red Dress run and Auckland H3 2000th run. 
8.45 a.m. - Wear: Red Dress, Registration Number, Running Shoes

Bring: Drinking vessel and a small bag containing: swimming gear, towel, hat, rain jacket, sun block

There will be a van at the start to transport your bags to the finish. (Leaving at 9.15a.m.)
9.30 a.m. Run Start - The Hash will pull our Beer/BBQ trailer around the course, usually near the rear of the field to avoid the crush of all the participants. However if you are energetic enough after the first two days, you may wish to run ahead of the hash at your own pace (but there will be no beer for you until the finish). The trailer will travel at a sedate pace with many beer stops and will not cross the finish line until all the beer has been drunk.

From the finish line we will walk approx one km. to Madill’s Farm for a giant On On, and a chance to see how Aucklanders can party. Our site is designated “X9,10,11 & 12” and there are maps www.roundthebays.co.nz/default,95,maps.sm  in case you become separated from the Hash. Food and drink will be provided in our own marquee. The beach is only a short walk if you wish to have a swim after the run.
We have to leave the park by 2.30 p.m. Free Hash buses will be available at 2.30 to transport you back to the central city.
Public buses will run a shuttle service to the city, for $2.00, from 11.00 a.m. until 2.00p.m for those who wish to leave early.

Monday 17th March (St Patrick’s Day) – Auckland H3 2000th Run, Rangitoto Island
Auckland will be partying from the early hours of the morning but there will not be a parade through the central city (It’s on Saturday). However, the Irish pubs will be open and partying as only the Irish can do; from early morning till late at night. www.stpatrick.co.nz 

2.00 p.m. If you are still sober enough; meet at Te Wero Island in the  Viaduct Basin (See attached Rangitoto.pdf) for the ferry trip to a 700 year old volcano, Rangitoto Island, to celebrate AH3’s 2000th Run.

 2.45 p.m. Board ferry for a forty minute ride across the Waitemata Harbour to Islington Bay on Rangitoto 

There will be three A-B runs, (short, medium, long) The Medium and Long will have a drink stop at the summit. The “On Home” will take the pack to Rangitoto Wharf for the Circle, Food and Drinks. (Swimming may be possible) 

8.30 p.m. The ferry will depart for Auckland and from arrival at the city you will no longer be our responsibility. You may rejoin the Paddy’s day celebrations, but try to remember where your hotel is and the time of your flight to Perth.
