1. Q:  What was the area west of the Appalachian Mountains called?
A:  The region was known as the trans-Appalachia.  It was an area that attracted many Americans wanting to secure a future for themselves.

2. Q:  Who was Daniel Boone?
A:  He was a settler who became a legend, though in many ways he was no different from others.  He hunted in Kentucky in 1767, survived an incident with the Cherokee in 1773, and helped cut the Wilderness Road through the Cumberland Gap in 1775.

3. Q:  How many people lived in Kentucky by 1792?
A:  75,000 pioneers had – they entered the Union that year as the fifteenth state.

4. Q:  How were the Indians forced to live in the reservations west of the Mississippi?
A:  The government bribed Indian chiefs, and eventually the Native Americans moved west, giving up land in one treaty after another.

5. Q:  What were the three points of the Pinckney Treaty?
A:  One, the southern border of the U.S. was 31`N latitude.  Two, the United States had free use of the Mississippi River in Spanish territory.  Three, Spain and the U.S. agreed to control the Native Americans within their borders from attacking the other nation.

6. Q:  By 1810, what was the situation in West Florida?
A:  So many Americans had settled there that they declared the nation’s independence.  Shortly thereafter, the United States annexed West Florida.

7. Q:  How did the United States begin to gain control of Florida?
A:  Andrew Jackson, veteran from the War of 1812 and general in charge of protecting the settlers, marched through western Florida burning Seminole villages and capturing Spanish towns.

8. Q:  How did John Quincy Adams take advantage of the situation despite his disapproval of Jackson?
A:  He blamed the Spanish for not recognizing the Pinckney Treaty and controlling the Seminoles.  

9. Q:  What was the Adams-Onis Treaty?
A:  John Quincy Adams and Spain’s representative Luiz de Onis met and discussed.  They decided that the Spanish would cede Florida to the U.S. if the U.S. would cede its territorial claims to what is now the southwestern United States.

10. Q:  Who were mountain men?
A:  Men such as Jedediah Smith and Jim Beckwourth who began roaming the Rocky Mountains for beaver pelts.

11. Q:  What was the main pathway from the eastern United States to Oregon called?
A:  It was called the Oregon Trail, which passed through vast plains and the Rocky Mountains.

12. Q:  How many Americans had migrated to Oregon by 1845?
A:  Over 5,000 – and they demanded complete control over the area.  However, in the Treaty of 1846, the United States and Britain split the Oregon country along the 49th parallel.
