30% Apollo

Apollo is the god of prophecy, light and truth, and the son of Zeus. He was a gifted musician, master archer and an accomplished athlete. Apollo's responsibilities included protecting young men (his twin sister, the goddess Artemis, protected young women), promoting agriculture and breeding of cattle, and teaching humans the art of healing and medicine. Apollo men may have a youthful quality, which can spell trouble. In early legends, Apollo was known as a stern, even cruel, god -- full of pride, dangerously competitive, with a quick temper. After being punished by Zeus for his bad behavior, however, he changed. Thus, Apollo men are capable of growth. As mature adults, they are characterized as self-aware, balanced, rational and eager to live a harmonious, honest life (evolved Apollo men never lie). They are noble, reasonable and -- usually -- quite handsome. They go for neat, well-kept women who fit into their ordered lives. Falling in love scares Apollo men because it can be so chaotic and unexplainable. Yet they do seek love and are displeased when their love is not returned. If you ever break up with an Apollo man, watch out - their revenge can be harsh. In love, they insist on controlling the relationship, and can also be detached and dispassionate. 

20% Dionysus

Dionysus was the god of wine (and cheer) and vegetation, and a son of Zeus. However, they can also be crafty and deceiving, and may have reputations as tricksters. Hermes men are not especially heroic or dignified, but they are clever and witty. 20% Ares

Ares was the son of Zeus and Hera and was disliked by both of his parents. As the god of war, he was considered murderous yet also a coward. Ares men are competitive, adventurous and live life to the fullest. Men who embody Ares qualities have a passionate for instinct for life - and love! Their unlimited energy can be used positively or negatively. 10% Zeus

Zeus is the god of the sky and ruler of the Olympian gods. He was considered the protector and ruler both of the Olympian family and of the human race. Zeus's weapon was the thunderbolt, which he threw at those that displeased him. According to legend, Zeus has two very different aspects of his personality. He was believed to be the god of justice and mercy and protector of the weak. Yet he was also known as a lecherous, philandering husband (he was married to his sister, the goddess Hera) who unsuccessfully tried to keep his love affairs a secret from his irate wife. He was also known to punish liars and breakers of oaths. Men who embody Zeus's qualities like to be in control of their work and personal lives. Zeus men are born politicians. They are intellectual and surround themselves with people who admire and respect them. Men who have Hephaestus qualities are extraordinarily creative, interested in the arts and dedicated to their work; their talents are their strong suit. They are not comfortable when it comes to love and seem lost in the world of intimacy, yet they like children. 

0% Poseidon

Poseidon is god of the sea, the brother of Zeus and Hades, and second only to Zeus in power amongst the gods. He was married to Amphitrite, but he was not a faithful husband. His numerous love affairs led to the birth of children known for their wildness and cruelty. Widely worshiped by seamen, Poseidon also created the first horse. His weapon was a trident, which he used to shake and shatter whatever he pleased. While Poseidon men can inspire positive change in your life, their adventurous nature sometimes gets the better of them, leading them to encourage risky behavior.
