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Evidence of Unfitness to Practice

0  The references to personal insult to the Chief Witch by the Eugenics Bureau to which this letter was intended to refer have been omitted because this letter is being sent also as a press circular, by which route it may reach you, and it is even without the omissions somewhat long.  I nevertheless hope that their Pressships will attend to these important matters in full and I will forward the data on the Bureau’s Insults on a Subsequent Occasion.





1. I am the former Chief Witch and currently Acting Locum Chief Witch of the UK (and regional witch in the Court of King Lear in the Kingdom of Merciavostok) , in the absence of  other candidates, though past the retiring age for witches and unable to guarantee that I am still a witch, with the powers of the witch or able to regain them.  I understand that you are, though it may be nominal, Cardinal Prefect of the Curia of  Inquisition of the Holy Mother Rugger Club and that you have chapters dealing with discrimination (i.e treatment of witches) and whisteblowing (Blasphemous Defamation or paranoia) and that your members may act in an advisory capacity to the Eugenics Bureau.  Witches are not particularly keen on witch-hunts and as far as they are concerned whether or not you are a member of the Curia of  Bogus Doctors, the Curia of Freemasons or the Curia of  Nazi Morons is your own affair.. ..so long as you do not meddle in our affairs.  Though it is rather too much to ask, we would prefer you however to stop also burning witches who claim to be members of the Rugger Club or whom the Rugger Club claims to be members.





2. The longstanding dispute between the witches and the Holy Mother Rugger Club, in so far as it has existed, arose from the Rugger Club seeing the Infallible Holy Father and his Tea Lady as directly inspired by the Wholly Omnipotent Drug Company, known mysteriously also as  Eskylepios, with the Infallible Father, as guided by the Tea Lady, becoming possessed by Eskylepios, so thereby effectively becoming Eskylepios, with the God then transmitting himself down the hierarchy, armed with a stick, possessing each member in turn.  The Rugger Club claimed either that Lizilith manifested Herself only in the form of specialised tutelary deities of functions or organisations rather than in a more universal and connected sense or that Esckypios was the only manifestation.  The Rugger Club was formerly able to explain away the fact that the witch always turned out to be right by claiming that the witch was victim of similar possession by the devil or demons and the appearance of being right was a clever trick by the demons to mislead the unwary.  Despite this witches maintained excellent relations with the Rugger Club and Curia, being required in the Kangaroo Court only to state a public acknowledgement of  the infallibility of the Holy Rugger Club and to refrain in public from Blasphemous Defamation.  The witch  was effectively an honorary member of the Rugger Club, within the pavilion permitted to say anything she liked, even encouraged to do so.  Unfortunately, after Caesar and the former Chief Witch, Sir Isaac Newton, set up the Bureau of  Witches, a public awareness of direct inspiration by Lizilith was likely to mislead the plebs into allocating to the witch greater authority than to the Rugger Club.  The witch became a threat and relations deteriorated.   The Rugger Club was forced into great expansion of the Curia Propaganda Fidis, known popularly as ‘The Experts’, which was intended to replace the witches.  The awareness of the inspiration of Lizilith from above or outside had to be concealed, with the notion instead of the internal ‘socially recognised authority’ (i.e. recognised by itself), the existence of witches being denied.  Evidence of witchcraft no longer was permitted in Kangaroo Trials and the accusation was some other ecclesiastical offence, preferably meaningless.  The Curia has however effectively won the war – with the great expansion of the Propaganda Office and its effectively unlimited funding from agencies that make a profit from or have a vested interest in the dogmata and the very effective ever present media of hypnosis and also through the very high levels of insecurity and fear that create a predisposition to hypnosis or the ‘hypnoid state’.   No reason remains for the Rugger Club to consider the witch as a threat.  Indeed, there is good reason to suppose that it does not see the witch as a threat but is still unable to discard traditions and procedures foisted during the era of the Great Scarlet Woman, Sir Denis Q Basher Hill GMC Dcd., the representative of the Health Service Administrators within the Curia of  Eugenics.  Although the witches are credited with founding the Rugger Club, just as they have founded everything else, present day witches do not dish out drugs or engage in physical assaults.  We would prefer you to confine your activities to your own territory and not to continue use them, under the impression that it is still necessary to deny the existence of witches, to destroy the capacities of a witch and to convert her to membership of the Rugger Club, even if of the lowest hierarchical status, by use of the procedures that have been allocated as the province of the Rugger Club.  The Rugger Club in the past, even though there were many cases of excess or over-enthusiasm, did not regard this an acceptable form of evangelism. 





3.  It is my duty write in the hope of  opening negotiations in response to serious concerns over the activities of the Eugenics Bureau with a view to securing agreement that what belongs to the  Rugger Club belongs to the Rugger Club and that what belongs the Witch belongs to the Witch.  After all, you wouldn’t employ a plumber as a professor of hydrodynamics, unless she was also a witch, and you wouldn’t actually expect a specialist in pushing ECT buttons or plunging in syringes to be a great expert in sociology or nuclear physics.  Simply to pretend that such aspects of the universe do not exist and that all is within the province of the Rugger Club and to persecute those outside Rugger Club to protect what goes on within or to protect some delusion of self-importance is, from the witch’s point of view, hardly satisfactory.





4. I shall mention below some of the problems we have encountered, just to give some indication that such problems exist.  However, I must in this letter concentrate on a more directly personal matter which needs resolving before there is much hope restoration of the previously very good relations between the witches and the Rugger Club.  The precedent Caesar v Pontifex ex parte JC of  42 a.d., as reported by Nikodemos, details of which I can provide, does rule that the Chief  Witch, when acting on behalf of Caesar, is immune to prosecution by the Ecclesiastical Kangaroo Court.   The Chief Witch finds herself impeded in her duties if there is no restraint on what witches see as a bunch of  Nazi psychopaths with a free licence to turn innocent sane people into psychotic vegetables or to threaten to do so.





5. As Chief Witch I am faced with ever diminishing staff numbers on account of witches being murdered, rendered incapable of performing their functions by the Eugenics Bureau or being denied adequate education.  Although the cognitive attributes of the witch are not socially derived, there is a need for considerable education of the witch, whether formally or through experience, within society, to enable her to conduct her duties.  The witch has always been unfavoured economically within the Empire of  Caesar – and, indeed, that has been part of the contract – but in former eras the Eugenics Bureau had not been able to ensure that there existed no place within which the witch could survive.  At the same time there has been an ever- increasing workload.  I have piles of  applications from the Curia Propaganda Fidis for approval of their ‘revisions of history’.   I wish to focus however on the great numbers of applications for Registrations of  Witches, sometimes several million at one time, which are not from the witches themselves but ‘voluntary applications’ on their behalf by the Curia or Eugenics Bureau. 





These ‘voluntary applications’ under the Curia’s own regulations require not only the Signature of Baron Munchausen but the signature of one lawyer and one expert witness to confirm that the application must be by proxy because the applicant is rendered ‘incapacited or, incapable of making the right decision’ through being dead, on account of ‘the effectiveness of the curative therapy’ or because the witch insists on making the wrong decision, which is taken per se to prove she is a witch.  In cases of doubt it is desirable to contact these witnesses.  There may, however, be no signatures or the witnesses are impossible to locate or when they are summoned to the Kangaroo Court it turns out that they are ‘Imaginary Experts’ who do not exist but have been invented to comply with the regulations.





I will list a few examples to illustrate the nature of the problems we face.  Those I have chosen have all previously been my own personal cases, allocated to me by Caesar in my capacity as witch, because I was the only witch or otherwise qualified to deal with them.  You would not wish another Cardinal, let alone a witch, to meddle with your cases!  If the verification of  the guilt of the witch were by Court Martial, then I would be able to intervene and conduct the case on behalf of  the witch in the manner that Nikodemos did for JC and  then perhaps administrative time might be saved and we might secure evidence sufficient for the witch to be spared the indignity of her registration being rejected or indefinitely delayed.  Let me remind you that under the rules agreed by Caesar and the former Chief Witch, Isaac Newton, the Bureau is independent of the Rugger Club and all other non-witchly organisations, and must make an entirely independent assessment on the basis of its own evidence and the agreed methodology.  Any claim or evidence from the Curia or Bureau of Eugenics must be independently verified.   If we are not given adequate evidence and argument by the Rugger Club, whether or not it exists, we cannot assume that any such evidence or argument exists.   Those are the rules.   Without that there would not be much point in having a Bureau of  Witches!





8.    I realise it is a hard time for all and I would not wish to emit any judgements in the manner that Eugenics Bureau emits judgements.  It is however the private impression of  witches that the Proconsul Pontio Pilatos was not far wrong when complaining that what goes on and emanates from the Ecclesiastical Kangaroo Court is a load of meaningless rubbish, an insult and a great waste of administrative time.  When I first encountered the Rugger Club in l964 there was great resentment that Caesar supposed, on the basis of what he considered objective criteria of performance, that may well not have been relevant to the activities of the Rugger Club, that the witches, by a wide margin, exceeded the Rugger Club in what he called ‘intelligence and education’ – which, of course, they did, since these criteria were supposed to identify witches.  We are informed that the fit to practice have some alternative facility which they call ‘judgement’ – and their kangaroo courts, being possessed of this judgement can sit in judgement over this judgement.   The witches do not know what this judgement is.   We can allocate meanings to the word in certain contexts, usually outside the activities of the Rugger Club, but are not in a position, without any more precise definition, to guess what it entails within the Rugger Club.  The Rugger Club however felt insulted or threatened that it did not possess this ‘intelligence and education’.  They therefore reacted, as supposedly they are entitled to do with respect to this ‘judgement’ by claiming that Lizilith and the Holy Father and the Tea Lady had allocated on them the role of possessing and identifying this ‘intelligence and education’ and of getting rid of the witches.  Although the witches recognise the right of others not to be called names,  we are nevertheless aware of how things appear to be to us.  The Rugger Club appears to have appropriated for itself as its own property areas in which it has no understanding and problems it could not possibly solve.   The cases I shall mention do confirm this impression that the Rugger Club are ill-equipped to deal these problems cognitively or in terms of necessary knowledge and are insufficiently impartial, with a political ideology that is not necessarily valid or shared.    We cannot register witches purely on the grounds that to maintain social authority or system they ought to be the persons who are guilty!   The Rugger Club  could hardly be expected to know what goes on outside the Rugger Club and what comes out is more the delusion of the self-created world of the staff and victims enclosed within the walls of the asylum.








9.Firstly, some seven hundred of my former patients (together with millions others) have been referred to us for registration on the supposed grounds that they were ‘schizophrenics’ who escaped because of the ‘closure of the mental hospitals’ and bewitched innocent members of the community into being raped or murdered.  It turns out that these first came to the attention of the Rugger Club, or witches exercising the clubs present functions, as ‘moral defectives’ who entered the ‘asylum’ (not ecclesiastical reformatory) because they were (synonymously) ‘unsuitable for the labours available in the workhouse’.    With possibly a very exceptions, but not via any formal or written procedure, these were neither detained voluntarily or by compulsion under any other name.  The Rugger Club in this former era was very anxious indeed that legislation should introduce the notion of voluntary (e.g. with reference to sterilisation, hospital admission, de-registration, repatriation (of people without any patria) and so forth).  They were absolutely convinced of the theories and that their practices were within the law, right, without blemish and that everyone else thought so.   But they were terrified of being sued for damages by lawyers.  There was at least one such case, that of  Georgina Welham, which is a historical record of the Kangaroo Court well worth studying, though I am not aware of any case ever having been successful in extracting damages, since after all the Rugger Club provides also the judges and lawyers.  A victim who consents to the treatment is regarded as sufficiently possessed with intellect or insight and in the absence of that the one expert, described always as two experts, signs on the victims behalf, thereby averting the lawyers.   The procedure of  actually enforcing the voluntary treatment is however very rare.  The certificate is only signed when any prisoner or potential prisoner is seen as intending to escape or has escaped and is recaptured.   Where voluntary exists the great majority of victims are not voluntary.   This was true also in these cases.   They had no homes and no incomes.   They had no alternative.  However in the eyes of the government and the outside world these detentions were compulsory.   They were compulsory, of course, because there were no alternative provisions and they were refused paid work.  I can recall the era when they were even deprived of the right of paid work within the hospital because of the protests of  Trade Unions.  So these were degenerates, not witches.  Those guilty of  an ecclesiastical offence are so because they are seen so by the Plebs in General and therefore constitute a threat, not because they are so in themselves.   These degenerates are the exception in that they are not a great threat and the fact that they are already excommunicated is proof of the social recognition, this time relevant to a different aspect of Neodarwinism.





10.  The l948 Mental Health Act prohibited ‘compulsory detention on moral grounds’.  ‘Moral’ is an aspect of Neodarwinism or Degeneracy Theory which is outside the understanding of the Rugger Club.  Sociologists tend to think the name moral form being deprived from the fact that the reason for the unsuitability for the work in the workhouse might be ‘distracting to male workers’ and the superintendent on admitting these patients might provide a description of these distractions which were presumably also present when the matrons interviewing the alleged Witch Beverley Allitt looked up her skirt and discovered that she had laddered tights.. which proved she was a degenerate unfit to practice and made the rest inevitable.  However, ‘moral’ means that they are without income or home.  As I have previously explained these inmates could have been regarded as ‘compulsorily detained’.  Therefore in a great panic all of them were reclassified as ‘schizophrenics’.  This did not mean that there was a category of symptomatic schizophrenia (which you will claim is due to genetics and not social influences) called burnt out schizophrenia or institutionalisation or whatever.  You would have found these ‘patients’, despite their having been detained for decades and for all of their adult life, remarkably normal.  If there was a distinguishing feature it was that tranquillisers are provided free of charge by the NHS in big bottles over which there is no supervision and they reduce metabolic rate.  Food on the other hand is pricey and can be sold by the nursing officers at a profit to local grocers.   There were marked physiological changes, even incredible changes, to adapt to malnutrition.   These I was as witch commissioned by Caesar, in statutory law, to investigate.. which had for decades been omitted because there weren’t any real doctors.   This also was vigorously suppressed by the gangs of  Sir Denis Q Basher Hill GMC Dcd., representative of the NHS Administrators on the General Medical Council and founder of the GMC Health Section and Kangaroo Court.  None of these ‘patients’ however was under any sort of compulsory order and in a previous era hundreds had in fact just walked out, with even the covert co-operation of the nurses.  In addition to the actual patients I had several hundred imaginary patients who had not been taken off the books!  By the time I arrived however they would however imagine that they had to apply to the Mental Health Tribunal.  In such a case the committees, which never set eyes on the patients, intervened to produce a ‘section’ to make sure the inmates could not get out and gave appropriate evidence to the tribunals!





11. I have made every possible effort to locate even one of these ‘patients’ who was ‘released because of closure of mental hospitals’.   My mother was on a committee that obtained government finance to support such ‘ex-patients’.   When I asked her whether she had any proof that even one existed she confessed that she did not!  The witches do not automatically accept that a ‘schizophrenic’ is a witch.  In the past it was very likely that the victim if not discovered in time and turned into a schizophrenic might turn out to be a witch.  But, even so, the symptomatic schizophrenic, with the hallucinations induced by the hyoscine additives, was a member of the Rugger Club.   The diagnosis of ‘schizophrenia’ in l948 may not have been from every point of view correct and this is also something that might have been done to a witch – but these were moral degenerates, not witches.   The term ‘schizophrenia’ is given to any person treated with tranquillisers.  In so far that perpetrators of rapes and murder were schizophrenics this was because the Rugger Club was bottle happy and these were drug addicts with the additional addiction and dependency upon tranquillisers.  The diagnosis and prescription was apt to be the work of lawyers, who have been replacing the Inquisitors in this function.  The Motive was that the Wholly Omnipotent Drug Company does not want anything to be heard that is unfavourable to drugs.  The whole story however turns out to have been imported from the USA by journalists, in their usual manner, because President Reagan had closed down day units for drug-addicts and alcoholics and citizens in Central Park were being crowded off the benches.





12. We do not wish unfairly to deny these felons registration as witches.  However, unless you produce more convincing evidence, it is outside our powers to do so.   We can of course discuss in the coffee room what is meant by this schizophrenia at the present day, but it has been used without any clear definition and in this context (given later by the Home Secretary to prejudice the trial of the innocent Michael Stone the new name, Personality Disorder, though Stone, arrested originally because he has the same name as a famous Irish murderer, was in fact also prescribed and dependant upon tranquillisers) the word was a licence for victimisation and hatred.   Whether or not witches or any one else are great admirers of the allegedly homeless sleeping and begging in the centre of cities or admirers of great gangs carrying bottles of  vodka, we cannot accept labelling them as schizophrenics to provide license for either abusing them or for turning them into schizophrenics.  In this matter I am afraid we are currently unable to co-operate.  There have been tens of millions of these people in the UK alone. How are we supposed to find for ourselves the grounds for registration of any of them if you provide us with such inadequate data.? 





13. The former Medical Superintendent of the Towers Hospital in Leicester, Dr. Kidd, ‘committed suicide’ shortly after publication of his letter to the British Medical Journal over these persecutions expressing similar sentiments.  By referring these cases you do seem to be exposing the already depleted Bureau of  Witchcraft to its members being suicided.   That appears also to have been the preoccupation of your Curia which was mistakenly allocated this matter of the murderous schizophrenics in my place.  Instead of investigating you ignored the topic and announced that witches who might feel low hearted over their persecutions should be arrested, imprisoned, and turned into Rugger Club members by passage of electricity and administration of psycho-mimetic drugs that induce suicide.





Another of my cases was the Grantham Nurse, Beverley Allitt, whom you have been wishing to be registered as a witch on grounds that she bewitched several children and has been found guilty by Kangaroo Trial.   I have been provided with no evidence of any assault or unsuccessful assault by this nurse.   The lawyers had apparently forgotten to send round circulars reminding witnesses that if they give the correct evidence they can then be paid with hundreds of thousands of pounds of compensation at Basher Hill’s expense.  At the time of the Kangaroo Trial, when this nurse had supposedly been wandering round public wards brandishing syringes and smothering patients, not one person could be produced to give the slightest evidence of any assault!  There were no failed assaults which the victims survived, as would have been expected.  The next thing we find is that there is no evidence provided by you that even one of these patients was not alive when it left of the custody of the nurse.. and I am afraid that during my paediatric appointments I had hundreds of patients, if not thousands, and some of them were pretty close to death when I first encountered them, yet I had a mortality rate of zero..which, I understand, is or was regarded as approximately the norm.  I did, not of course, treat febrile convulsions by performing without anaesthesia ad hoc cardiac operations for which I had not been trained.   Also, whether or not that might affect the statistics, I was more likely to have the assistance of an experienced ward sister who was used to incompetent , lazy or non-existent doctors and knew what do anyway – as opposed to well-meaning auxiliary nurse who would know nothing about anything before I had instructed her.  If following the nurse’s alerts my opposite number at Grantham was called and if he produced a diagnosis and prescribed treatment, this has not been mentioned.  If there was any reason that these episodes could not be diagnosed even over the telephone as the usual ‘febrile convulsions’, it has not been revealed.  Instead, we have been supplied with a whole of fantasies and irrelevancies that are the small print of detective stories and diagnoses produced by lawyers in previous cases which are contradicted by textbooks of forensic pathology – plus one estimation of  commercial insulin in a dried up specimen in a bottle derived from a different patient, who was not murdered and nothing to do with Allitt peformed by one pathologist using his own method which had never been tried before – this being despite insulin coma taking some time to induce, being useless for attention seeking and such an assault being easily detectable at post mortem.  The same lawyers produced the notion of the injection of air which according to the textbooks requires a massive syringe – and there is no evidence that this nurse could even perform i/v injections – and is unlikely to work.  Then there is the concentrated potassium chloride which hospitals do not have in their stocks.  No explanation is given even why this ward was provided with this cardiac resuscitation procedure which was unlikely to be appropriate or any use for anything.   We find then that these patients who apparently were alive when resuscitation commenced, or maybe suffering some manner of febrile convulsion, ended up dead with very severe injuries – following draconian resuscitation procedures such as thoracotomy and injections into the heart ordered by a committee.





15. The nurse Allitt reported to me even before any of these events are supposed to have taken place that there was a hysteria in the hospital, with victimisation and terrorism to which she was herself subjected, including, I understand, a burglary authorised by hospital management of her house.  These were not the first cases and there were cases that had no connection with Allitt.  In the absence of  evidence the lawyers in conjunction with the Curia are employed to rubbish the accused, to make up stories or pick out episodes to create a prejudice.  Being the victim of prejudice is seen as being proof of guilt.  One item, though there are others, immediately strikes the witch.  To underline the original propaganda that the witch was a Lesbian case notes were stolen from the hospital to prove she had repeated self-inflicted injuries –i.e. she was a Karate Expert.  A witch will always try to put everything together so as to be seen as a single coherent picture.  These case notes did appear to refer to one single minor injury but to have been pieced together in the wrong order.  If you were an attractive young nurse and reported to the Casualty Officer you would be called again and again.. indeed so if there wasn’t any injury!





16. As far as I am aware the diagnosis of  Munchausen’s Syndrome by Proxy imported from the USA had, in the case for which it had been invented, though it regularly reappears in the UK in the FBI files, already been discredited.  Such a name however can be given to a syndrome which is frequently seen, the cock and bull story of the person regarded as the greater social power being taken to be the truth and the victim being turned into the schizophrenic.  This ‘diagnosis’ should not even have been mentioned before the facts were proved.. or, since there weren’t any facts,  not proved.  It assumes the allegations to be true.  This case does confirm that in practical reality, the representatives of the Curia swing in the direction of power and money and lose whatever actual scientific knowledge they ever had.  I have always felt that had I been allowed to investigate this case it would not have taken me five minutes to discover what had being going on.. but the job of the witch always becomes the job of pundits or pundits on committees who have no understanding of the underlying sociology and facts.





Forensic stories do tend to be presented by a lawyer in the form of a novel that could be presented by Edgar Lustgarten (the chap parodied in ‘Rocky Horror Show’) and it is astonishing how, if they are discredited, these convincing tales collapse completely .. though they are forever repeated if the victim is found guilty and not exonerated.  I do have to say, as a witch, that this is not how evidence presents itself.   This is the way a lawyer makes up a story.  I have not discussed the scripts presented by the Curia in their entirety or in detail but as matters stand the evidence as presented to us does not provide proof that anybody was bewitched by Allitt.  She was perhaps an auxiliary nurse of a type of which there are many, naïve, with very limited understanding of medical matters and anxious to be seen in the role of a medical expert within her community.  But the naivety, the absence of the necessary paranoid personality disorder, is also why, as we see it, she fell for this conspiracy and why she cannot be a witch.  Sister George or Mrs Dale is not a witch.  We can only draw our conclusions from the evidence we are given.   Adequate examination of  post-mortem evidence was prohibited at the request of the NHS and Prosecution even though it was essential for the defence.  We have to concede that the victims were perhaps not even dead after the resuscitation.  This procedure is conducted in such a panic even in normal circumstances that it occludes perception and reason and a living patient may be shoved into a fridge.  These ‘febrile convulsions’ are not convulsions in the usual sense and to the uninitiated the victim may appear dead .. as is the case also with the so-called vasovagal attacks.  But on the basis of the evidence you have presented us the inappropriate nature of the resuscitation, ordered by a committee in a hospital region where in the ‘closure list hospitals’ committees were forever issuing edicts out of touch with reality is the obvious and only explanation.  These children would not seem to have been bewitched by any person but it was due rather to the collective hysteria within such hospitals or the NHS in general.  But in such case the captain has to accept the blame and not insist that it is his job to conduct the witch-hunt.  The leaders should be able to remain calm in a crisis and not forever panic lest it be found out that they are incompetent and rely on those at the bottom of the heap to provide the rational control and then sustain the blame and persecution.





Much though we would like to approve Beverley’s claim to be a witch, I am afraid that to substantiate that claim you will have to produce more convincing evidence.  If you are unable to do so, it would be best to locate this Allitt, even though she has probably been psychiatrised to stop an appeal and lots of people have probably made up or imagined stories since to earn compensation and even though she can’t afford a lawyer, and make sure that she is released.





I will pass on now another one my cases, my former colleague Dr Alani, the twice previously deported bogus doctor who is accused of being a witch on the grounds that he was supposedly suffering from chronic paranoid  schizophrenia, diagnosed in a country without a single psychiatrist or medical school but infested with a GMC scheme for press-ganging doctors for the NHS, and therefore bewitched  patients and nurses at Alder Hey Childrens’ Hospital.  In such countries the Crown Prince and his supporters do suffer from paranoid schizophrenia, are exiled and when the Crown Prince returns and takes over there is a spontaneous and permanent remission – until the next Crown Prince takes over and hands it back.  I confess that I did suppose that had to be the reason for Alani’s presence in the UK.  I just diagnosed him as typical and obvious bogus doctor, an allegation he did not deny, or maybe bogus doctor trained at spy school, the main curriculum being the personalities of the Public School and how to flatter and get round them (and how to avoid work).  From the point of view of the pundits on committees and nursing officers and so forth he also was the ideal doctor, looked like a doctor from a TV serial and could be relied on not to do any work or contradict.  In hospitals that prefer to employ bogus doctors, if the committee pundits are told anything by those doing the work there is an outburst of self-righteous abuse.   They have to be surrounded by quislings whose reward is that they have no duties.  It would appear to be miraculous that the gerontocrats failed to notice this paranoid schizophrenia and then accepted its existence on the word of an imaginary Arab.  Nevertheless, the policy was for the Middle Eastern version of the disease to remain untreated and to be allowed spontaneously to remit.  It would from an UK point of view have disguised itself as bogus or ideal doctor and the pundits can hardly be expected to recognise a disease from which they suffer themselves.





20.  Nevertheless, chronic paranoid schizophrenia is not acute hyoscine poisoning.  Paranoid schizophrenia is not accompanied by visual hallucinations.  Witches were in the past very much supposed to bewitch through administration or self administration of hyoscine.  In Arab countries as a secret service drug it was supposedly still relatively common.  It was familiar, more as chronic poisoning, also in the UK.  The Representative of the Health Service Administrators on the General Medical Council, Sir Denis Q Basher Hill, GMC Dcd., according to evidence provided by the Bureau of Eugenics,  which I can discuss in more detail, exhibited a syndrome suggestive of fear of senile dementia, self-diagnosis of  Parkinson’s Disease and self-administration of hysocine, which causes psychosis, dementia and Parkinson’s disease.  Hyoscine-like drugs administered with tranquillisers also induced hallucinations, which was part of the chronic schizophrenia induced,and the administration of drugs to produce this effect was also an underworld phenomenon.  The bewitched person imagines that other people are threatening reptiles and, if a knife is conveniently provided, can be expected to attack them, or, as he supposes it to be, defend.





There appears to be some misunderstanding.  The notion that the babies were bewitched by the paranoid schizophrenia, like the allegations against Allitt, belongs to Baron Munchausen.  We would like something a bit more consistent with known reality.   As we understand it this was a routine diagnosis manufactured by the Ministry of  Health in politically sensitive cases and was done so to facilitate the cover-up, to avoid Basher Hill being blamed and to enable the Ministry, in the form initially of a junior official circularising NHS administrators, to set up the psychiatric kangaroo courts needed to get rid of the real doctors who might be tempted into Blasphemous Defamation and to give Basher a free passage to set up the New GMC, with himself supposedly the Medical Superintendent of a Health Section modelled on the old asylum, with the internalised kangaroo court and a mass pogrom to get rid of the potential blasphemers, who couldn’t get jobs anyway, and to replace them with fakes.  The bogus schizophrenia made it possible to avoid a public kangaroo trial with the alleged witch being present to give evidence.  If somebody else administered the hyoscine, then it was Alani who was bewitched and if  Alani took it himself this was through ignorance.  He was a fake doctor with no sort of scientific training, no medical or psychiatric training or experience and may well have purchased the hyoscine at the pharmacist’s.  Nevertheless a person whose activities are attributable to delusion or ignorance is not a witch.  If a witch were to turn you into a prince or pumpkin, which is contrary to the code of witches, she would do so deliberately.





22.      I am afraid that you have provided us with no evidence beyond that it was entirely the responsibility of  Basher Hill.   The Eugenics Bureau recruited these bogus doctors to places where real doctors, even from Public Schools, might be tempted into Blasphemous Defamation.. such as the mental hospitals where it had been necessary to eliminate thousands of real doctors through ‘suicide’.  In such places if the workers provided information to the gerontocrats on committees they were greeted with self-righteous abuse.  So dozens of  guaranteed yesmen were employed to praise the committees in return for which they had no duties.  At Carlton Hayes Hospital Alani had been recruited (as Medical Assistant) by the Eugenics Bureau as one of a triumvirate or committee commissioned to discredit the decades overdue ‘statutory annual physical examinations’ which Caesar had commissioned me to perform – a committee that made itself ridiculous through its lack of knowledge of  Medicine.  He was then employed at Alder Hey in a post reserved for bogus doctors – locum house officer in dermatology whose duties consisted of dishing out steroid creams.  If  Basher then tried to save a bit of money by putting him on paediatric emergency duties then what did he expect with a middle aged doctor who had never even seen a drip, let alone a paediatric drip?





Beverley Allitt, during a very brief acquaintance, did appear to be an attractive girl and good company and she would probably not regard the claim by Basher Hill that she was a Lesbian as Blasphemous Slander.  I regret that so many who might have been goof company were removed by the Eugenics Bureau and that those who were not members of the Rugger Club were denied their own society, the right to live and basic yahoo rights.  If  she had been a witch she might have had such a description but she would have been able to handle the situation.  Alani on the other hand was a bogus doctor who claimed to be nothing else.  He had a right to live and if that was his only permitted means of survival he appeared also to be harmless.  He knew he was a bogus doctor and admitted it, while similar who have been admitted into Curia who were unaware they were bogus doctors were much more dangerous, though they too had a right to live.  However, if he was an Arab witch, he resembled none in the UK and was a matter for Yasser Arafat.   The alternative candidate, Basher Hill, has not applied but, although it may take a witch to understand his pathology, he is fit to practice and the judge of the fit to practice and, therefore, not a witch.





As my final examples on this occasion I will site the application on behalf of some fifty five ‘Vietnam War Avoiders’, resorting to the only diagnosis that could achieve the war avoidance, accused of bewitching the world with the AIDS through copulation with each other or, according to some submissions, monkeys in a laboratory in Maryland, owned by a drug company and the military, where the vaccine was produced.  We have also been unable to confirm the allegations from outside the Rugger Club about some connection with intended germ warfare.





I have personal responsibility for this, as witch appointed by Caesar, because in l964-5 during my early months as clinical student I discovered what appear to have been the first reported cases of this syndrome in the UK.  Dr. Frank Goodwin, in relation to one case, which seemed to belong to the category, which we more thoroughly investigated, found that similar cases had been reported in Central New York.  ‘Congenital Hypogammaglobulinaemia’ is rare malady of children not seen outside such centres as the London Hospital, which collected them.  It was assumed in the USA that this was a similar sex-linked congenital malady of males and therefore called ‘congenital hypogammaglobulinaemia of late onset’, appearing in teens or early twenties, with poor prognosis and none of them ever reproducing.   There was, in fact, hypergammaglobulinaemia, but the hypo- name was considered justified because supposedly the gamma-globulin was useless in the production of antibodies.  The treatment, with lethal cytoxic drugs, the same as that for every openly diagnosed case of  AIDS, was however adopted because that was the treatment of the juvenile version and not, as in l980-2, justified as treatment for the candidiasis which was found in USA cases.  There is also amongst the fifty five a surprisingly large number of  cerebral abscesses infected with parasites.  The treatment is so cruel and ineffective that it is hardly to be recommended.  There was at least a sociological similarity (as I knew) because in the USA such people had no income and relied on selling their blood to pay for hospital admissions and were kicked out of hospitals all the same until the drug companies decided that there was money in AIDS.  It did look as if the specialists who eventually took on this AIDS had very little experience in such matters and responded to failures by resorting to ever more modern and toxic drugs where the ancient remedies of the witches were well-known to be available.   It did seem to me at the time that this was a syndrome outside the understanding of the Rugger Club, requiring for instance some knowledge of the relevant sociology, logic and mathematics.  Although the possibility of sexual transmission exists, as far as the Rugger Club knows everyone engages in sexual activities and so every other theory has to be eliminated first.





26.   The Rugger Club are very proud of this syndrome because the aetiology was discovered by the drug companies before the disease and when it was ‘discovered’ the banned lethal drugs were already available.  This contrasts with the decades during which the Curia were not prepared to admit openly that the Rugger Club believed that tobacco and blue asbestos precipitated neoplasms of the lung.   I am afraid that witches have to be entirely objective.  If we study the kinetic theory of gases we are not in the least concerned with the morality of the molecules or who is to blame.  We have no time for the outbursts of moralistic hysteria in the earlier submissions with which we have been provided, nor with whole books devoted to fairy tales that had been doing the rounds of the cottages for years.  As we see it this is the emotional response of the personal telling a lie.  Nor does it matter to us that industries have lawyers whereas it is perfectly safe to conduct experimental vaccine trials on those who do not.  The obvious implications of the objective facts in theory, though I cannot recall this ever happened, may be wrong but as far as witches are concerned they have to be accepted as they are.  Emotional arguments were used to justify jumping the gun instead of conducting proper investigations.  It may be that some people might die because the gun has not been jumped, but at least it does avoid poisoning half of Africa.





The college of witches, I am afraid, did not take the original AIDS propaganda seriously.  It seemed obvious nonsense, like the present day propaganda about carbon dioxide, and we did not suppose it would be taken seriously – though if you make a firm prediction it is likely to prove true artificially even if it were not so without the prediction.   The protagonists seemed mad, or as it is known in jargon when there is a strong tone of religious evangelism, possessed by demons.  The first approaches were not attempts to register witches but approaches from organisations funded by drug companies attempting to bribe the witches to produce evidence that there was sexual transmission and to educate the public.  We consider this subversive.   This was directed against not only witches but others with no right to live and denied income such as the previously non-existent gay doctors.  I can confirm that previous to their being money in AIDS there was amongst ‘gay medical organisations’ not a single one and then suddenly there were dozens or hundreds of them, funded by drug companies, all chiming out the propaganda of  AIDS.  The alleged homosexuals have been provided with money to join the great army of religious fanatics employed as experts and acolytes to promote the ideology.  This first approaches came when  both witches and scientists, if these are not witches, felt free to ridicule the story – which they all did.  It was claimed that it was not possible to ascribe alternative diagnoses to the cases though in addition to the traditional mycoplasmosis there were even cases, for instance, of Hodgkin’s Disease.   The sodomy theory had apparently already proved impossible to sustain and the victims were told they were dead and that they should confess to infantile masturbation in the name of science.  Witches cannot accept this as evidence since there must be a control group of  the fit to practice subjected to precisely the same conditions and treatment.  Hence the long  (and ever growing longer) incubation period.





When the theory was a bit tidied up we were then told that in these cases there was a long incubation period following the immoral behaviour, yet cases appeared in clusters, simultaneously, within circumscribed areas.   There is no need to go any further.  If that is so, then the immoral behaviour is not the precipitating cause.   That obvious logic cannot be changed by the committed inventing theories to explain it away.   That there were circumstances creating a predisposition was quite possible.  Other researches of mine in l964 were directed to the possibility of lung cancer following a viral infection decades previously with the overt effect induced maybe by the physical damage to lung epithelium.  The notion of the microvirus, formerly a theoretical entity called a haptene (meaning ‘half’ because it is smaller), predisposing to viral infection is also not new.  Medics and nurses are naturally naïve and always suppose that what they have been told what is what happens.  Thus a patient readmitted to a mental hospital would suffer from ‘recurrence of schizophrenia due to not taking the treatment’ whereas following a period of rational response, the patient had in fact taken it.  Paediatric patients in l970 during the flu epidemic suffering from measles meningitis were always recorded as not having been vaccinated, though it turned out in every single case that the ‘meningitis’ (sometimes called encephalitis and more recently a ‘normal reaction’) followed the vaccination.   Similarly in hardly any case during the epidemic was the influenza virus isolated – though a great variety of others.   This suggested an underlying epidemic of a precipitating agent.  This mistake of overlooking that sexual transmission could not be the precipitating cause was encouraged by an ignorance in the Rugger Club of the sociology.   The psychological effect of the AIDS propaganda may have created circumscribed behaviourally isolated sodomitic communities with a self-identification of homosexuality, but in l980-82 they were not behaviourly isolated, not even predominently sodomitic and not exclusively homosexual.   The fact that this disease was supposedly found only in Vietnam War avoiders was proof that filthy habits were not the precipitating cause.





29 .However even though this appeared to be some manner of syndrome induced by injection of blood, presumably in anaerobic conditions, and therefore likely to be also sexually transmitted, there was no actual evidence for that.   Indeed, the Rugger Club trying to prove that AIDSists were sodomites used statistics for exclusive homosexuality in the relevant age groups.  Surveys suggested that exclusively homosexual histories were found in 0-5% of the population and exclusively heterosexual in 0-7%.(within the relevant age groups) and therefore the statistics suggested that there was less homosexuality amongst AIDSists than in the overall parent population.  The Bureau of witches has even offered prizes to anyone who can produce evidence of sexual transmission and nobody has ever produced any.





30. As regards the immediately precipitating cause, in that early era the pundits did eventually religiously adhere to dogma.   Yet they would slip in data and statistics that gave the impression that the precipitating cause was a hepatitis B vaccine produced from ‘blood of homosexuals’ (likely therefore to precipitate autoimmunity) and possibly also from blood of chimpanzees.  At least one in a thousand of those vaccinated in the trial groups was said to have contracted this AIDS (and the incubation appeared to be around one year), some reports being 3/1000.   This alone might suggest  a ‘causative relationship’ since it accounted for more AIDS cases than had been reported and 1/1000 was usually regarded as unacceptable.  The encephalitis which caused the abandonment of previous vaccinations had been reported as having a frequency more of the order of one in a million.  The trials were abandoned because the vaccine was so successful – a typical Rugger Club ploy – and the controls were then vaccinated.  The excuse was that these were not safety trials though we have been unable to locate the supposedly previously conducted safety trials.  It was claimed that AIDS was unknown when the trials were planned and that therefore no plans were made to study this possible effect of precipitating the AIDS.  The injections could be causative through curing the hepatitis B.   Two viruses might be in symbiosis through their in unison not killing the host – which viruses eventually evolve not to do.  On the other hand the control group had what was described as an ‘incidence’ of AIDS, though I think it was actually frequency in terms of number of cases divided by the number of people vaccinated, of a massive 7/1000!  This throws all in confusion!!  Nevertheless there has to be some explanation somewhere.  It seemed to witches that what mattered was that the vaccinations were repeated, rather than that they occurred once – that this was some sort of ‘hypersensitivity’ or induced auto-immunity.  It was also known to witches that ‘homosexuals’ in STD clinics obtained their treatment by injection and that it was more than likely that while these trials were going on there were in STD clinics injections of the vaccine every time the victim arrived.  It has since been revealed that the AIDS research was all ends up and also that trailees are often aiming to get treatment and they arrange to get the treatment despite being in control groups and supposedly not knowing they are.. in which case busily vaccinating the control groups before anyone can discover what is going wrong might be duplication of the treatment.





31.  Despite the drug companies being desperate for AIDSists to be found, and the living were eventually being included as well as the dead, there were very few cases altogether and the rate of reporting was actually going down.   Then in June l982 a mass vaccination was commenced in various hepatitis B risk groups (the same as AIDS).  This coincided with a massive increase in numbers reported.  It also turned out that Haitians, one of the risk groups, were getting this AIDS when living around certain Haitian hospitals but not others (AIDS always congregates around the greatest centres of  AIDS expertese) and that isolated Haitians in the USA with no sodomitic histories might be affected.  So the STD doctors who had now been allocated this AIDS were wined by the drug companies and decided that Haitians were secret homosexuals – though once the existence of such was admitted there was the need for the control procedure of discovering whether everyone else was as well!  The events did then over the years evolve as consistent with this theory of  injection of plasma – and plasma from the same source – and in a predictable manner, whereas the Rugger Club did not predict and made up excuses at every stage.





32, The evidence that hepatitis B vaccination does not cause AIDS is supposedly a letter written to the New England Journal of Medicine of l982 by one Cladd Stevens.  Dr Stevens is not to be expected to be the most impartial authority.  He was Director of the New York Blood Centre which supposedly financed the Vietnam War Avoiders.  It is very difficult to avoid thinking of blood centres and this one in particular as having some connection with this AIDS.  Moreover it was Cladd Stevens who conducted the vaccination trials.  The original papers did give me the impression that this was not a ‘treatment trial’ but merely a trial of a vaccine that was intended to be preventative and that in fact it did have to be a safety trial.  When Cladd says that those admitted to the trials and control groups all were ‘homosexuals’ because they were a  suitable group it did sound as if he meant that it did not matter what happened to them.  Also there appeared to be a need for a very long trial to judge the effects, not one terminated after a few months, and that if the vaccine was produced from pooled blood of homosexuals, if they were being injected with their own blood, thereby possibly inducing auto-immunity, there was for that reason also a need for a wider representation of the population in the samples.  Cladd could hardly be expected to produce anything other than excuses and you can read the excuses for yourself.  If you suppose they constitute rational argument, perhaps you need some discussion with the witches.





With the sexual transmission in the early cases not being the precipitating cause, with this particular potential precipitating cause not ruled out, and there being no actual proof of any sexual transmission, it would seem that your submissions are inadequate to enable us to register the Vietnam War avoiders as witches.   We also have to take note of the degree of certainty the propagandists had, supposedly, in their own conclusions.  In my day your Curia, if not employed to turn the most intelligent members of the lower classes into schizophrenics, would have been out of a job.  If you have a procedure whereby every person who is ‘examined’ automatically is diagnosed as schizophrenic and that person is then automatically provided with the treatment, then the treatment is indistinguishable from the disease, then you can be certain that you are right.  If you are absolutely certain you do tend to create.  The Wholly Almighty Drug Company however ordered further modifications.   One of the difficulties with this AIDS had been that it had no definition.  President Reagan, however, then announced that AIDS was caused by the HTL4 Virus, which provided both a definition and a possible explanation of underlying predisposition. You might suppose that antibodies to a virus cause immunity.  It is not necessarily so since my l964 theory, which suggested by the fact that carcinoma is a systemic disease with multiple primaries (and my discovering that carcinomatous neuropathy might precede cancer by forty years) does imply a breakdown of immunity.  But those who have antibodies do not have a disease.  You should not treat the disease if it is not overtly present, just as you should not treat schizophrenia where there are actually no symptoms or signs, other some maybe which you have invented.  It is naturally very difficult to detect in such cases any virus, and also so it seems in the terminal cases, and, also, the demonstration of the antibodies may not be too easy.  But this does not justify the carriers of antibodies being diagnosed as suffering from the disease and being prescribed the lethal cytotoxic drugs.  Witches are believed to be immune to this syndrome.  I do not know why, though they are immune to most things and I have supposed that it is because they mix with degenerates and consider excessive attention to preventative medicine as undermining immunity.  But if it is due to these antibodies then were witches to be forced to undergo testing they would end up being murdered.  Furthermore the Wholly Almighty Drug Company ..or its WHO subsidiary - has ordered a separate definition of  AIDS in Africa – a great list amounting to ‘any disease in an African’, including diarrhoea, described as ‘the commonest cause of death in Africa’ ..and a considerable number of cases of Malaria have been reported to us both as Malaria and AIDS.





34. The Office of Propaganda in the mid-1980s, since it had no evidence, instituted a great campaign of terrorisation, brainwashing and hypnosis.   The Chief Medical Officer appeared to pontificate that the sexual transmission of  AIDS is absolutely certain.  As a witch I do consider it an insult that such a person should consider himself qualified to make such a remark.  If you kick somebody in the bollocks then that that is traumatic is absolutely certain.  But the creations of Lizilith are to yahoo perception never as absolutely certain as the creations of experts and society.  At the time everyone was in a mass hysteria about this AIDS because if they discovered a spot on their skin or felt momentarily weary that proved they had AIDS.   They came to me and not the Rugger Club about it because I am a witch and I could not care less whether or not they have been naughty or might have the AIDS despite not being naughty.  But the Rugger Club ordained that any AIDsphobic who turned up who was not a homosexual was to be kicked out of the door.  This propaganda was intended to drive the alleged homosexuals to the AIDSfinders.  But what did they get out of it?  If this was iatrogenic the only route to survival was to steer well clear of the Rugger Club.  If the Rugger Club were right then the victims were dead anyway and it made no difference!   These AIDSphobics were in fact slipped hepatitis B vaccinations, being told after the event that it was routine and of no significance, despite there being prior to AIDS in the UK no hepatitis B.





I am afraid that here again.. I we cannot register Vietnam War Avoiders as witches.  We cannot even register President Reagan, the alternative candidate, as a witch because he too is Fit To Practice and if he were to be proposed perhaps the opposite argument might arise that the War Avoiders have not been acquitted, though frankly, on the basis of the information given us, they could hardly be responsible.





35.  I have to defer the matters of  the insults I have personally encountered from the Eugenics Bureau to another occasion and trust I may rely on your cooperation.
