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THE PROPOSAL

( text of a research proposal should include the following:

1. Statement of Problem

( introduction should briefly present the problem that is to be studied

( the scope, why the study is important and the major objective of the study must be stated

( the limitations of the research

2. Purpose of the Study
( the researchers shouldn’t assume that the research problem being investigated is familiar to those who will evaluate the proposal

Therefore, he/she should:



( provide more general information about the study



( elaborate on the current situation or the current practices



( provide description of past attempts to solve the problem

(purpose for undertaking the study

3.Review of the Literature

( proposal should include a brief review of literature used in the study

4. Method of Study

( research design is presented.  The researcher should state:



( what work will be done



( what method will be used



( what instrument will be used

( state how data will be collected and how it will be analyzed

( timetable or work schedule should be included



( chart format is highly recommended:




( the work must be divided into tasks, and each task must be clearly defined

( a detailed explanation of the steps to be taken in gathering data and testing hypothesis



( questionnaires – samples



( description of statistical analysis methodology must be described in detail

( design of the research experiment itself

5. Presentation of the Results

( describe the methods of displaying any data 

( indicate whether there will charts, tables, graphs, or computer printouts or handbooks
