EXPLANATORY NOTES AND GUIDE TO FILLING UP THE FORM

This year, a new format is introduced.  Each type of activity/section is given a certain weightage, and a maximum score for each section.  This is to ensure that Units are balanced in their programme and do not use one or two sections to obscure the deficiencies in other sections.

It is also important to note that the different Scout Sections now uses different Forms, as the FCSA Committee felt that the different Sections of Scouts have different emphases in their programme.  This will benefit the sections like the cadet scouts, ventures and rovers, who previously used the same forms as the scouts.

It is VERY IMPORTANT that Scout Units submit the Form by 31st January 2003.  This dateline cannot be extended for any reason because the Ministry of Education requires the Final Results by 1st March 2003.  Once the final results are given to the MOE, no further appeals will be entertained.  Results will be released to Units before submission to MOE and any appeal has to be made immediately and at least 7 days before 1st March 2003.  Forms that are not properly endorsed by the Sponsoring Authority (Principal, Vice Principal or HOD, CCA) and the District Commissioner will also be rejected.

Other criteria that the MOE would like us to consider including are things like retention of members (i.e. drop out rates),  performance of leaders (attendance at courses, volunteering at District, Area or HQ activities etc) and Unit Administration (filing of annual registration, job week and donation draw returns on time etc).  We have decided that it would only be fair if these are done the next year so that Units are amply warned.  As you start your new year, pay attention to these new criteria as they will be taken into account next year.

HOW TO FILL IN THE FORM

01)  MEMBERSHIP

2 points are given for every scout that qualifies.  To qualify, a Scout needs to be a member of the Unit for at least 6 months.  This means that any scout who had resigned or joined late and therefore has less than 6 months membership for the year will not be given points.

Any Scout whose attendance shows that he is absent for 25% or more of the Unit meetings and activities will not be given points.

The maximum score for this section is 110 points.  This means that even if you have 80 members who qualify, you will only get 110 points and not 160 points.

02)  MEETINGS

Regular Unit meetings are given 2 points per meeting.  To qualify as a Unit meeting, there must be attendance of at least 75% of the total membership.  Meetings can be held in school or outdoors.  The duration of each meeting must be at least 3 hours.  Where a Unit divides its members into 2 halves and holds 2 meetings a week, the combined attendance of the 2 meetings will count as one meeting.

Outdoor Activities organised by the Unit includes events like Unit Camp, Unit Hike or Canoeing or Cycling, Environmental project, or trips overseas etc.  These must be Unit level activities attended by at least 60% of the members.  These does not include visits to exhibitions, attending concerts, taking part in school sports day etc.  3 points are given per day of the event e.g. a 3-day Unit camp will earn 9 points.

Example : A Scout Unit that holds 32 Unit meetings, has a 4-day camp in June, an overnight hike in December will have 28X2 + 4X3 + 2X3 = 82 points

The maximum score for this section is 110 points.

03)  CAMPFIRES

2 Points are awarded for each campfire attended by at least one patrol of scouts (8 boys).  If the scouts put up an item, e.g a skit, a song or a dance, one additional point is awarded.  Where items are put up, marked it with an asterisk *.  You have to state the host.  Example :-

1. Crescents Guides *    3 points

2. SJI


  2 points

3. ACS(I)*    

  3 points

4. CHIJ *

  3 points

5. Area Campfire           2 points

The maximum score for this section is 20 points.  So attending 20 campfires will not give you 40 points.

04)  DISTRICT/AREA EVENTS & COURSES

The points given here are for participation.  E.g.  7 boys attending the District PLTC (5 days) will earn 1050 marks.  Another 30 scouts attending the Area campcraft course for 2 days will earn 1,800 marks.  These marks will then be divided by the Unit membership, eg 40 scouts.  These 2 courses alone will earn the Unit 71.25 points.

The maximum score for this Section is 100 points

05)  NATIONAL EVENTS & COURSES

Points are again given for participation.  Note that participation in competitions does not come under this section but in Section 09.  Examples of these events are JOTA and JOTI, Badge Patch Day, Scout Rally etc.  Scouts marching for NDP and SYF can also score marks scored under this Section.  Please note that marks will be divided by the total membership of the Unit.

The maximum score for this Section is 100 points

06)  INTERNATIONAL

To encourage Units to send scouts for overseas activities such as Jamborees, points are given under this Section.  

Example : If the Unit has 70 scouts and sends 6 boys for a 12- day Jamboree, they will score 3,600 (6X12X50) marks.  Divide that by 70 members, the Unit should score 51.4 points. The maximum score for this Section is 60 points.

07)  TRAINING

Marks are given for the highest progress badge of each scout.  For example if a scout has attained the First Class Scout Badge, he gets 280 marks only and not 30+120+200+280 marks.

For Proficiency badges, add up all the proficiency badges attained by all the scouts.  Proficiency badges do not include badges for NDP, JobWeek, Donation Draw, National Patrol Camp Merit Badges, event badges etc.  Total Defence Badges and NYAA are given separate marks.  Total Marks for the Unit is to be divided by the Total Unit membership to get the points.

Example :  Unit has 5 boys

Scout A – World Scout Badge

Scout B – Scout Standard, 2 proficiency badge, Total Defence Badge (Bronze)

Scout C- Scout Standard, 1 proficiency badge, Total Defence Badge (Bronze)

Scout D- Advanced Scout Standard, 5 proficiency badges, Total Defence badge (Silver)

Scout E- First Class Scout Badge, 9 proficiency badges, Total Defence badge (Gold), NYAA Bronze

The maximum score for this Section is 200 points.

08)    FUND RAISING

Points are given for average earnings per scout.

The maximum score for this Section is 75 points each for the Job Week and Donation Draw respectively.

09)  COMPETITIONS

Points are given here for participants of the competitions.  Mere attendance will not get you points here.  However, if you participate but did not win any prizes, you can still get points.  So encourage more scouts to take part, even if they did not think they will win as efforts are rewarded.  A Scout who takes part in 3 events at District or Area competitions and did not win any still gets 3 marks!  The total marks scored will be divided by the total membership to get the points.

The maximum total score for both Section 9 (A and B together) is 100 points.

10)  COMMUNITY SERVICE

List the community service provided and the no. of scouts involved in each of the service.  10 marks are given per scout per day of service.  Total marks are to be divided by the total membership to give you the points.

Service done as part of the progress badge requirements are not to be included.

The maximum score for this Section is 50 points.

IMPORTANT :   MINIMUM REQUIREMENTS

To Qualify for the Gold Award, the Unit cannot score below 60 points each for Sections 1 (Membership) and 2 (Meetings) and 120 points for Section 7 (Training) and 90 points for Section 8 (Fund Raising).  These are the minimum requirements.  The recommendation by the MOE for Units to achieve the Gold, Silver and Bronze Awards is 90%, 80% and 60% of the total points respectively, that means Units must also achieve overall scores as follows :-

Gold – 900 points

Silver-800 points

Bronze-600 points

As this is the first year we are adopting the above banding method, the Committee reserves the rights to make necessary adjustments to the banding requirements depending on the returns from all the Units.
