This is a summary of the basic stages of a "Created" type vampire; a human that has been changed to a vampire by drinking the blood of a vampire. These are the basic symptoms with each stage, as no two vampires experience the same exact symptoms.

The "Infant" Stage
After a human has been drained of the majority of the his/her blood supply, his/her blood is then replaced with the blood of the "parent" vampire that is turning the human. During this process, the human will go through a near-death experience. When the human remains conscience, he/she will be in a state of sever trauma. The only thought in the mind of the vampire will be that of hunger for blood. This is a very dangerous state for a vampire to be in. Instinct will prevail in this time for a stage of about a week, then conscience thought and reasoning will return to the vampire. A vampire in this stage may be very weak, but is in my opinion far more dangerous than even in the "adult" stage. The "infant" vampire will be tempted to mis-use its newfound abilities and possibly give in to the dark nature of the vampire's instinct. This is the type of vampire that, if they are a real one at all, will go on to the Internet and run it's mouth about how high and mighty it is. But, it's still no different than an immature child and will be treated as such by most fellow vampires. This is the vampire that gets them into trouble. 

The "Teenager" Stage
This is the stage when the vampire becomes more familiar with what it is and what it can do. His/her powers will start to rapidly increase as it progresses through this stage, as it will experiment with what it possess in terms of abilities. The vampire will start to understand it's true nature at this point and learn to control it.

The Adult Stage
When a vampire reaches this stage, it has full use of its vampire powers. It has mastered its nature and is quite intelligent. This vampire will usually dis-connect itself from human contact, as it has believed it knows its place in the world. A vampire in this stage is incredibly powerful, but usually not a threat to humans. It would personally rather not to have anything to do with humans at all. But, keep in mind that is only what usually happens.

*Note- These are the basic symptoms in the stage of a vampire. There are always exceptions to this. Just like a human, a vampire can develop in a more twisted and sinister way. This vampire is dangerous and a threat. But most aren't. Or so they say. I personally don't know, nor is it my job to say that. I just research the basics.*
