	1. Start the lesson off with interview techniques.

Begin by playing video clips of what not to do in interviews, as an attention getter.

Cover points such as:

-Proper dress and appearance: clean shaven, business dress or business casual, clean cut, hair away from face, conservative look (like church)

-Proper colloquial: Do not use the language you use with your friends hanging out, use professional language, and manners.

-Resume: Complete a resume of your previous occupations, experience, special skills, etc.

2. Begin discussion about career opportunities in agriculture. 

Discuss Categories: trailer building and assembly, tractors and mechanics 

-Horticulture- nurseries, flower shops, grounds keepers, range management, athletic field and golf course 
-Mechanics and Welding- pipeline welders, fabrication, maintenance.

-Animal Science- Veterinarian, Vet. Tech, “embryo jockey”, caretakers, feeds and nutrition, shelter operations

3. Thirdly we will discuss budgets and balancing accounts. I will use the example of balancing a checkbook to show students on a small scale how to manage accounts. These are skills can be applied in both an employed situation, as well as an entrepreneurial situation
