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The format I chose for my power point was easy to decide on. I have a dark to royal blue background behind my white print. I think this color scheme really makes the colors stand out on the screen. I plan to use the power point presentation as an aide in teaching my lesson. The presentation is in the order in which I want to go about teaching it to the students. Each slide has the main points highlighted, in which I will elaborate on at each stage of the lesson. I have also incorporated pictures to not only capture the attention of the students but also give them a different type of reference because some students learn differently from others. The video I chose is more for entertainment purposes. I put it purposely at the beginning of the presentation in order to grab the students interest.  I felt using a clip from a current, new, and popular movie that the students relate to would help motivate them to listen to the rest of my presentation.  
The advantages of incorporating a power point presentation into your lesson is to offer a variety of references to your students. Many students are very visual learners, and having the presentation up on the screen in front of them will give them something to visual refer to, instead of just hearing the spoken lesson. It would also give students who are avid not takers something to write down and commit to memory. However, this could be less beneficial to other students who are easily distracted. If a student who is primarily and auditory learner, but easily distracted, the power point could be more harmful to the lesson for that student than beneficial. This is because the student, who needs to hear the lesson, would not do so because their attention would be diverted.  
Regardless of its few drawbacks, the power point presentation gives teachers the opportunity to really engage their students on more levels. It makes a connection with more of the five senses, making it easier for teachers to obtain and keep their students concentration. I think the power point presentation will be incredibly beneficial to me as an agricultural science teacher because I can use it as a visual aid to my lectures, giving students more references to what I am saying. It will be a valuable teaching aid when I am giving instruction, which I can put up on the screen for the class to follow along with, or introducing something new, by putting illustrations up so students will have a picture of the words I am saying.  It is almost impossible to have real life dissections of animals or plants sometimes in a high school classroom, but with the use of power point I can have diagrams readily available to my entire classroom.
