Therefore this field is redundant.

Grade — since this is obtained based on average of all marks in the fields of the database, as long as
the criteria for conversion of marks to grades are the same, no loss of information is envisaged if
this field is deleted. Therefore this field is redundant.

Character type of data usually stores information of a certain length that does not differ greatly.
For example, names are stored as character type of length 25.  Although there are names that are

short and there are names that are long, they would not be much longer than 25 characters in
length.

However, memo type of data stores information that may vary a lot in their lengths. Memo fields
can even include graphics or sounds. For example, talents of students may be very different
among different students. Some students will have fewer talents and thus will have just one or
two words stored in the field while for some other students with many talents, they will have as
much as some paragraphs stored in the field.

For the above reasons, the memo type of data is recommended for the teacher in storing the
students' talents.
