	Link: Who knows of someone that has injured themselves while working in a shop or with any kind of tools? (allow students to respond, share stories)
Select a few stories- jot down notes on the board for review later.

Motivation: does anybody want to go out in the shop and cut their finger off? Get a splinter in their eye? Smash their thumb with a hammer?

No one ever intends to get hurt, but being careless and not recognizing dangers is the first step in a trip to the hospital.

Overview: This week, we will be working our way into the shop to build this handy tool tray. But today, before we even touch a tool, we will review safety in the shop and its importance. We will tour our shop and identify hazards, safety equipment, and first aid supplies.

	Methods             15 mins

	Present/explain 10 basic shop rules using ppt. 
1. ALWAYS PAY ATTENTION – you are responsible for your own safety and those around you.

2. Absolutely NO HORSEPLAY.-Including running, wrestling, throwing things, sliding on floors

3. ALWAYS wear safety glasses. How many eyeballs do you have? Does anybody want to give one up? It’s easier than you think. Wood, chemicals, metal, rust, sharp objects can all take an eyeball.
4. Use the correct protective equipment when necessary. Including: gloves, earplugs, leather aprons

5. No loose clothing or jewelry. Close-toed shoes req’d. rotating machinery, falling objects, splinters
6. Keep floors, work areas, and tables clear of debris, tripping hazards, and other dangers. What are some hazards? Wood scraps, x-cords, shavings, dust, tools, 
7. Keep a safe distance from power tools in use. Why? give operator ample room to perform operation. 
8. Use the correct tool for the job. Pliers as a hammer, screwdriver as a chisel
9. Report ANY injury to the supervising teacher IMMEDIATELY.
10. Clean up at the end of each period.
ALWAYS put safety first. If you are uncomfortable in performing a task or operating a tool, don’t do it. Always know the proper way to use all tools, hand- or power tools.  

Proper shop safety minimizes accidents. Rules are set not to be authoritative, but to ensure everyone’s safety.

	Shop Tour
Hand out safety glasses and review their clothes and shoes. Have students tuck in clothes, remove jewelry, and fix hair as needed. Since they are not using any tools, it is ok if they have open toed shoes only today.

Find examples of someone safely dressed to work in the shop and someone who is not. 

Begin with tools they will be using in this unit: hand saw, hammer, screwdriver, tape measure, miter saw.

Let them identify hazards of each. 

Show them other tools/equipment in the shop: table saw, drill press, whatever is available, id/explain hazards of each.  

Show students storage areas and explain organization. Disorganization creates: decline in production and a hazardous environment. 

It is unsafe to be working with all the tools disorganized and everywhere. 

If tools are not where they are supposed to be, you spent too much time looking for a tool. This could cause someone to settle for a tool they wouldn’t normally use.
	Tour shop with students, let them try to id hazards, point out what they miss.



Evaluation/Summary (How do you know they learned it?)Anticipated # of Minutes

	In classroom, review safety rules aloud, students take turns reviewing and explaining rules out loud. Others can add to their explanations if needed.
Go back to the board where injuries are listed. Ask students how the situation occurred or came about. Ask if/how injuries could have been prevented. 

To build confidence if they get uncomfortable, ask, will this ever happen to you in our shop? Will this ever happen to you anywhere?
